· Map key 

· Map title 

· Map scale 

· A compass direction 

· A frame 

Importance of elements of a map

a) Title – A title tells the map reader what the map is about.

b) Key – A key interprets symbols on a map.

c) Compass direction – A compass direction is used to find and show direction.

d) Scale – A scale is used to measure the actual distance between two places on the map.

e) Frame- the frame encloses the map.

A compass direction

· The compass direction is an element on a map that is used to find and show direction.

· The compass is an instrument used to show direction of a place.

· The compass has four major points called cardinal points. 

· These cardinal points are: North, South, East and West
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· The compass always points to the north when at rest. 

· Some people use the sun to tell the direction. 

· The sun rises from the East and sets in the West.

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Physical features in our sub-county

Physical features are natural land forms in an area.

Examples

River, hills, mountains, valleys, streams, lakes, plateau, plain lands 
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Valleys: They are low lands between close hills or mountains.

Rivers: They are masses of flowing water. 

Rivers originate from mountains, flow along valleys and pour water into lakes or

Swamps.

Lakes are large masses of water surrounded by land. Lake Victoria boarders our division.
Plateau: This is a raised land that is flat on top.

Hills: They are slightly higher points of land above surrounding areas. They are very common
