The Victoria Nile Bus is an old Tata bus. This bus travels daily between Jinja and Mbale via Tirinyi and Budaka. It is very difficult to tell exactly what time it is supposed to depart from Jinja to Mbale, but any traveler wishing to use it should be at the bus park before ten o’clock in the morning.
Not very long ago, I travelled by this old bus with empty seats. When we reached Iganga, the bus became fully packed. The majority of the passengers were moving up to a trading centre called Ateboka where we reached nearly four hours after leaving Jinja.

At the Tirinyi – Pallisa junction, we found more passengers who boarded the bus. Both the driver and the conductor left the passengers on board and entered a pub. They returned thirty minutes later only to find the passengers seriously annoyed. They welcomed them with quarrels and insults, complaining about their irresponsibility and indiscipline.

After a bitter quarrel, the bus continued with its journey to Mbale. The stopovers were then fewer than before. Despite the fewer stopovers, the bus wasn’t fast. This was because the road was so bad that the driver had to negotiate one corner after another. We later reached Mbale at six o’clock.
