The passengers said that they had 
already worn their face masks. 
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3. The girl said, “My grandmother 

has just passed on. ” 

The girl said that her grandmother 

had just passed on. 

 

4. “I have brought a sack of matoke 

here, Jackie, ” said Benard. 

Benard told Jackie that he had 

taken a sack of matoke there. 

 

5. The pastor said, “The Reverend 

has come early today. ” 

The pastor said that the Reverend 

had gone early that day.
