ii). Surge protectors, Uninterruptible Power supply (UPS) or voltage stabilizers should be installed to ensure steady power supply.

iii). A computer room should have fire extinguishers to protect against fires.

iv). Proper cable installation and placement should be done, preferably along walls, avoiding danger of exposing the user to electric shock.

v). Security should be good around computer room to avoid thefts. Burglar proofing avoid should be done to avoid unauthorized access to computer room.

vi). Overcrowding of either machines or people should be avoided.

vii). Ventilation should be good. Good aeration enables the computer to cool and hence avoids overheating.
