Almost everything bought nowadays has to be broken out of its box, packet, tube carbon, or tin before it can be used. Non- returnable wrappings impose serious strains on local authorities on local authorities, whose responsibility is to collect and dispose of our rubbish. Rate payers have to find the 50 million pounds annually required to deal with the processing of 14 million tons of refuse. The destruction of waste is also difficult, as much of the packaging we use consists of materials which stubbornly refuse to be broken down naturally by decomposition. Expensive incinerators have to be installed and the smoke they produce cause some pollution of the atmosphere. Packaging too, in form of litter spoils the environment we all share, whether it is in town, in the countryside, or on the beach
 In dust and selling agencies, however, continue to introduce more and more packaging every week. One large agency argues out its views without the trace of an apology: cigarettes wrapped in tin foil and placed in a box, which is then wrapped in cellophane, retain the flavor better and have a long shelf -life than products less carefully packaged: products sold in jars are protected from the contamination which would be bound to occur if they were handled continually by shop assistants or in self service stores, by intending purchasers.  The higher the cost  of wrapping goods carefully is reflected  in their higher prices; but money spent on ensuring  greater freshness and the higher standard of hygiene achieved by good wrapping is money well spent.
The housewife, surrounded by clamoring young children, needs to be able to make her purchases both quickly and economically, packing goods in such a way that their price and weight as seen at glance will help her to make their choice. Some unscrupulous  manufactures  may try to deceive  her by increasing  the size of the carton  whilst reducing the  quantity of its contents  or by changing  the shape of the bottle to conceal  the fact that it contains fewer fluid  ounces or cubic centimeters; but recent attempts to standardize  sizes by introducing “Eurosiszes” help  to make the house wife’s task easy. Uniformity in the size of packets also leads to quicker transportation and more efficient display and storage of goods. If marketing costs are held down, some of the savings can be passed on to the consumer in form of stabilized prices. Not everyone approves of standardization, however,  colorful wrappings  do make goods  look attractive  and provide variety , they can stimulate  a healthy demand , which  leads to increased  competition between  manufactures  and the maintenance  of employment  for the workers  in the companies,.
 Those who watch over the interests  of consumers sometimes argue  that wrappings  are unnecessary  complicated  and merely serve to confuse  the shopper;  it is difficult  compare accurately in the bustle of the supermarket  the value of pear-shaped  bottle of shampoo containing 1300ccs  and sold for 35p with that  of a round shaped bottle containing  1650cc and sold at 42p. To make necessary comparisons, a house wife needs a pocket calculator and an escape from her clamoring children. In the end the article will sell on the strength of its attractive packaging. Only when  she reaches  the check-out will she realize  just how bulky  the cartons , bottles  and tins have made her shopping: two journeys  to the shops  will be necessary instead of the one  she made in the day when packaging  was less elaborate
Nevertheless, anything which helps to brighten our lives is worthwhile. The merest suggestion on a packet that we shall be fitter, more love, richer or happier if we buy the product will lure us to spend more than we can afford and ignore the blatant waste of the earth’s resources in the making of unnecessary boxes, packets, tubes, cartons and tins.

ACQUIRED HEART DISEASE
People who suffer from acquired heart diseases are usually born with normal hearts but contract the diseases later on in life. Different heart diseases are brought about by various factors for example rheumatic heart disease is caused the form of virus infection, which start with a sore throat. This is caused by rheumatic fever, which affects many parts of the body such as the joints, skin, brain and heart.
The most serious and long lasting effects are those of the heart, especially the heart valves, which become damaged. The valves may either become narrow thereby preventing the free forward flow of blood  or they may leak , throwing the circulation in disarray  and inflaming all the three layers of the heart namely; “pericardium”, “myocardium and “endocardium”. The blood valves usually get damaged causing the heart to be inefficient in pumping blood all over the body. This results in heart failure.
Some of the symptoms disappear on their own, but the toxins still remain in the blood and once they reach the heart it becomes infected with the disease. This disease is referred to as the poor man’s disease because it commonly occurs in overcrowded and unhygienic conditions. It also occurs where there is poor nutrition and inadequate health facilities. It can be cured through surgery depending on the seriousness of the disease.
Another type of acquired heart disease is the coronary heart disease. This disease causes narrowing and roughening of the arteries, which supply blood to the heart. Lack of enough blood  and oxygen causes the  heart tissues  to die thereby causing a heart attack, which is fatal, cholesterol deposits coat the inside lining of the arteries  thereby causing them to narrow . This emanates from eating foods like red and fatty meat, eggs and sugar. This disease may on the other hand be hereditary. Doing physical activities help to reduce that amount of cholesterol in the blood by burning up much of the fat, thereby leaving less coating on the arteries.
This disease can be treated either through the use of drugs or through vein grafting where the blocked part of the artery ids by passed in several cases, heart transplant may be required. In other cases treatment may be through either closed or open—heart surgery. Although cholesterol in the blood is bad for the heart, only very large quantities are taken is there an increase in blood cholesterol levels. Therefore, eating a few eggs a week or occasional meat would do no more harm. You should think of the amount of fats that your food contains. A low-fat diet will provide you with the necessary calories that the body needs. Eating fatty foods will certainly contribute to you adding weight, which is unhealthy.
Hypertension is another type of acquired heart disease. The disease is normally associated with social-economic problems. Victims of hypertension are usually people who are continually anxious, tense, depressed and worried. The higher the level of table salt taken, the higher the risk of getting hypertension. People from particular family may seem to be more prone to the diseases than those from another family.
The treatment of this disease may be through drugs but counseling in some cases may also help.
