1. Read the following passage carefully and then answer the questions that 

follow it.
The department of Forestry Bio-diversity and Tourism, Makerere Universitycarried out a study which aimed at establishing the prevalence of food insecurity and the impact of commercial sugarcane growing in Busoga region in Eastern Uganda. 

The study indicated that commercial sugarcane growing, although contributing to increased household income, does not necessarily increase food adequacy among households.Researchers said that there are few varieties of food crops cultivated by sugarcane growing households and the households are also short of money to supplement what they grow.More people have taken to growing sugarcane on a commercial basis, resulting in the conversion of different land-use types to monoculture sugarcane plantations.“Many households in the region especially around Kakira sugar factory rent out most of their land to rich out-growers and remain with a little patch which they also use for growing cane, said Dr. Edward Mwavu.
However, the researcher was sure to note that most men used the income acquired from commercial sugar growing to marry more women.

“This might compromise the sustainable management of their agro-diversity as well as food production consequently exposing them to food insecurity and malnutrition.”

According to the study, 87% of households in sugarcane growing areas reported not having adequate and nutritious foods to meet their family needs.Households also reported employing various coping mechanisms that included offering labourin exchange for food, borrow food, rationing of food and at times stealing from their neighbours.It also emerged that male-headed households were most insecure due to disregard for food in favour of other assets such as houses, bicycles and clothes.Those who owned land, were most food insecure  since they rented it out for four harvest seasons in a bid to make quick money, subsequently remaining with little land for food. 

Food insecurity in the region was also worsened by increasing trends in crop failures, family sizes, trade in food items in the villages, and declining food availability, land available for crop cultivation, and livestock numbers. The work involved 208 households in two commercial sugarcane growing districts of Jinja and Mayuge.The study recommends policy-makers to establish poverty alleviation and food security initiatives that will focus on providing alternative sources of income for the sugarcane growing households. Affected households were also urged to allocate more land for growing food crops as opposed to cash crops as a remedy to food insecurity.

According to the 2016 joint water and environment sector review report, Uganda’s forest cover had reduced from 24 percent in 1990 to 11percent in 2015. We were losing on average 122,000 hectares of forest cover every year. This situation is blamed partly on Uganda’s population growth rate that averages 3.2 per cent annum and has diverse effects on biodiversity. A high population creates a rise in demand for food, forest products and services, which spurs incentive to convert forests to farmland.

Environmentalists have warned that because forests are important integrated ecosystems and home to millions of people and animals, their continued loss will have direconsequences, especially on climate change that can undermine future economic developments and threaten social stability of communities. Uganda like many other developing countries, is either not able or lacks the political will to protect biodiversity. About 403 out of 506 central forests reserves are under heavy encroachment, especially in central, south western and northern regions. Forest protection teams lack sufficient funding, infrastructure and equipment for the job leaving most of the recommended conservation and protection policies and strategies only available on paper. 

The ever growing demand for timber and charcoal is another issue of concern and it is expected to get worse. Charcoal remains the most popular energy source for use in 90 percent of households in Kampala and other urban areas while more than 75 per cent or rural households use firewood to cook, which wood they get from cutting down trees. Poor rural electrification and costly electricity have been identified as other major causes of charcoal trade.

Additionally illegal logging has also become a semi- legal and rapidly established as the de facto institutional arrangement governing Uganda’s forests. The state and its actors have not paid any attention to this activity yet it is a major environmental and economic problem. Corruption, bribery, and greed are often the root of such illegal practices. It is alleged that in the legal concessions, illegal logging roads, basic safety measures are lacking, and road remain unmanned. This confirms that assertion that forest loss is largely a result not of economic and demographic forces per se, but of institutional failures to contain such forces.

When I was a secondary-school student in the 1950s and anyone was talking about people they admired, the name of Hellen Keller always came up. She had written books and appeared in films. During the Second World War she had spent most of her time visiting wounded soldiers in military hospitals. After the war she had continued to lead a life dedicated to helping others. She had toured the world, giving lectures and raising money to help handicapped and disadvantaged people. All of that was very impressive, but Hellen Keller was not just another impressive person; she was a wonder, a heroine. She had been totally deaf and blind since she was little more than one year old, and yet she was an inspiration to people all over the world. Those who met her were enchanted by her joy in life and impressed by her many accomplishments.

 A few months after her first birthday, Hellen was beginning to talk. Then, in February violent pain and high fever which shattered her senses. She lost the use of her eyes and ears. Hellen’s world became a dark, silent place. Understandably, Hellen became a difficult child to live with. Later, she admitted she had been a ‘wild, destructive little animal’. She was often filled with anger, hitting out and kicking at things in tearful rage. Once, she pinched and chased her grandmother, and her uncle banned her from the house! He said Hellen should be put away in a hospital for the mentally handicapped. Some of Hellen’s relatives agreed with her uncle. But others disagreed, and one aunt in particular found Hellen loving and lovable. She saw that the little girl had great intelligence. But was there anyway to reach her mind? She wondered.

Fortunately, Hellen’s family found a teacher for her, named Annie Sullivan. Miss Sullivan was excited by the idea of teaching a deaf – blind child because she was only partially sighted herself and also because she had spent much of her childhood in an almshouse, a home for the poor, the crippled, the sick and the insane. Annie was very intelligent, and she knew what it was like to be alone and misunderstood. She turned out to be the perfect teacher for the young girl. Little by little, Annie managed to calm her temper by interesting her inlearning. She immediately started ‘talking’ to her by using the ‘manual alphabet’; this involved quick finger movements across her hands. Hellen Keller was able to copy the hand-signs that Annie made, but it took her about a month before she suddenly realized that the signs had a meaning.

Then one day,Hellen made the vital connection by associating the hand –sign for W.A.T.E.R with ‘the wonderful cool something’ that was flowing over her hand. She would always remember the moment, and later wrote:‘I left the well-house eager to learn. Everything had a name, and each name gave birth to a new thought. As we returned to the house every object which I touched seemed to quiver with life.’ Annie had given her key to language. At last she had a means of expressing her thoughtsand talking to people. For seven-year old Hellen, the world had begun to blossom. She was no ordinary child. Once she came to understand words, her progress was astonishing. Eventually, because of her remarkable ability to overcome her handicaps and because of her kindness and concern for others, she met world leaders, famous scientists, writers, poets and entertainers. Throughout her life Hellen worked to improve conditions for the disadvantaged and by the end of her life, on 1st June 1968, her triumphant life story continues to inspire people all over the world.
