Expectant fathers were cautioned on how to handle with care their wives e.g. avoids beating,
shouting at home.
The expectant mother was encouraged to eat variety of food stuffs for the proper growth of
the baby.
She was also cautioned to reduce on the daily work load at home & instead to light work for
good physical health.
The husband was advised by uncles to maintain sexual intercourse with his wife.
This was advocated for because, it was to check against adultery among the Baganda the side
of the husband.
It would also side smooth delivery of the baby, the expectant mother, the man’s sexual
fluids act as a lubricant for easy delivery.
According to the Uncles and Aunties oriented further the partners on different style of
playing sex to avoid insuring the baby .
Most of the centralized sites, like the Bagnda as birth was nearer, an elderly woman were
brought to keep near to Cates for the expectant mother.
Special herbals were administered to the expectant mother.
Upon giving birth, a special alarm was made e.g., the Baganda &Banyoro, one alarm was
made for a baby girl & many for baby boy-
The mother was kept indoors for a few days out of the reach of the public.

It’s because parables were the common teaching methods that many “rabbis” used at that
time so people were familiar with them.
Wanted to make His preaching’s more interesting to the listeners by giving day to day
examples so as to overcome boredom.
