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1.	(a)	Explain the origin of the Swahili culture along the East African coast between 1000 
and 1500AD.
· The word Swahili originated from an Arab word “Swahiri” meaning Coast.
· The Swahili culture began with the Arab contacts on the East African coast.
· At times, it was referred to as Afro-Arab culture.
· It developed between the 13th and 15th centuries.
· It was a complete civilization borrowing much from Arabic to African ways of life.
· The Arabs on reaching the coast inter married with new coastal people giving birth to a race called Swahili people.
· The Swahili were half castes brown in colour.
· The Swahili spoke Kiswahili as their language.
· It was a mixture of Bantu and Arab words.
· This language remained uninterrupted up to the 16th century.
· The Swahili occupied the coastal areas of Kenya and Tanganyika.
· They were basically Muslims due to the Arab influence.
· As a result, number of Mosques and koranic schools were built.
· They adopted Arabic ways of dressing e.g. Turbans, Kanzus for men and veils for women e.t.c.
· They were mainly traders who traded in terms like gold, silk, ivory which made them rich.
· Their system of administration was based on the sharia law and Islamic practices.
· They used titles of leadership e.g. sheiks, sultan and Qadi (khadis).
· They used the Quran as a Holy book.
· The Swahili people took up Arabic architecture of flat topped houses, Arches and domes.
· The Swahili also carried out agriculture e.g. grew vegetables to supplement their diet.
· They also kept some animals like goats, sheep, and cattle.
· Their main food stuff was wheat, lemons, oranges and rice e.t.c.
· They were restricted from eating pork.
· The Swahili culture grew steadily though by the 16th century their culture was disrupted by the coming of the Portuguese.

(b)	What were the effects of this new culture on the peoples of East Africa during this 
period?
· Mosques were built all over the coast.
· Koranic schools were built at the coast of East Africa.
· Islam greatly influenced the coastal culture.
· Islam fostered unity among the Moslim brothers.
· Many towns developed e.g. Mombasa Kilwa, Lindi e.t.c.
· Introduction of the Sharia law strengthened the administration at the coast.
· Led to improved morality at the coast due to strict Koranic teaching against immorality.
· The Swahili culture came with a new language -Kiswahili.
· Arabic was also adopted as an official language.
· Arabic architecture promoted e.g. flat top houses, stone buildings e.t.c.
· Kiswahili became the official language.
· Strong commercial link was established externally.
· The Arabs who spread Islam imposed themselves on the local people as rulers.
· Food and sitting etiquette changed among the coastal people e.g. pilao, chapatti, rice and sitting while cross legged.
· New titles of leadership were introduced/adopted e.g. Sheikhs, Sultans, Qadis (Khadis) Imams e.t.c.
· New crops were brought e.g. rice, wheat, oranges, lemons e.t.c. 
· Some African societies were absorbed by the Swahili culture i.e. Cushite’s and Bantu.
· Islam exposed the East African coastal towns to the outside world especially Arabia, Persia and India.
· There was increase in population at the coast of East Africa.
· There were improved standards of living among the coastal people/prosperity.
· Some societies at the coast gave up their economic activities e.g food gathering, hunting e.t.c. for trade introduced.
· Islamic practices were promoted e.g. circumcision, praying five times a day, fasting e.t.c.
· New ruling dynasties were formed e.g. Afro-Shiraz dynasty.
· Islam was further encouraged or spread at the coast.
· It led to increase of slavery/slave trade along the East African coast.
· In conclusion, the effects were political, social and economic, were both positive and negative long term and short term.
2.	(a)	Describe the organization of East Africa’s Internal trade.
· It was also called the Long Distance Trade, pre-colonial trade.
· It also called of 19th century trade.
· It involved caravans ranging from 100-1000 men carrying a Sultan’s flag.
· The local participants included the yao, Banganda, Kikuyu, Akamba, Nyamwezi and the Khartmours.
· The foreign participants included the Swahili’s and Zanzibaris and Arabs.
· The local goods included gold, ivory and slaves, salt and feathers e.t.c.
· The foreign goods included guns, beads, glass ware, gun powder e.t.c.
· The medium of exchange was barter trade.
· Later cowerie shells were used.
· The trade came during the dry season.
· The caravans carried the sultans flag for protection.
· The medium of communication was Kiswahili.
· Gold was got through mining it in the mwenomutapa or Kotakota or Msiiri Empire.
· Ivory was got through raiding elephants.
· Slaves were got through raiding villages.
· Transport was by head portage.
· They were 3 main trade router that were used for the central, southern and northern route.
· He central route was controlled by the Nyamwezi.
· The Northern route was controlled by the Akamba.
· The Southern route was controlled by Yao.

(b)	What were the ffects of the trade on the people of East Africa.
· Led to the expansion of states because they had acquired guns e.g. Nyamwezi.
· It led to the rise of strong statement e.g. Mutesa I, Mirambo.
· Many people became rich in the interior especially chiefs.
· The trade led to the introduction of guns with increased welfare.
· Increased inter-tribal wars due to demand for slaves.
· Led to the growth of trading centres and towns like Ujiji,Tabora.
· Led to distabilisation of East Africa due to wars.
· Led to the spread of Kiswahili language.
· Led to introduction of Cowrie shells.
· Led to decline of agriculture since energetic men were taken as slaves.
· Led to outbreak of famine.
· In conclusion, the effects of the caravan trade were both positive and negative given above.

3.	(a)	What factors led to the rapid growth of the East African Coastal States between AD 
                           1000 and 1500?
· A total of 37 towns had developed along the coast between 1000-1500AD.
· These towns included Malindi Kilwa, Mombasa, Zanzibar, Mogadishu e.t.c.
· Absorption and displacement of hunters and food gatherers at the coast by the Cushites and Bantu.
· The Indian Ocean trade created wealth that was used to develop the coastal towns.
· The use of Sharia laws brought law and order in the region hence development.
· The good natural habours accommodated big ships from the Middle East, far East and Europe.
· The coming of foreigner from Arabia, Persia, Egypt, Indonesia and India boosted the population at the coast.
· Islam acted as a unifying point of all Muslims.
· The use of Kiswahili eased communication and aided development.
· Cheap labour along the coast boosted the profitable slave trade and hence development.
· Some towns developed because they controlled major trade items for example Sofala and Kilwa.
· Bantu communities at the coast provided the badly needed iron implements for Agriculture and defence.
· Hospitality of the coastal people.
· Presence of cheap slave labour.
· Ships from middle East, Far East and Europe.
· The development and use of Kiswahili language made communication easy.
· Good climate at the coast attracted foreigners to come and settle and even carry out agriculture.
· Fertile soils along the coast favoured agriculture and guaranteed food supply.
· The coming of many immigrants from outside.
· The introduction of guns.
· The presence of fertile soils for agriculture.
· The monsoon wind that eased the transportation of goods.
· Taxes got from the visiting traders ensured a source of revenue for development.
· The introduction of cowrie shells improved trade.
· Later coins were minted which improved further on introduction.
· The good leadership provided by coastal chiefs.
· Some town developed just because they controlled major trading routes.
· Presence of highly demanded goods like gold, slaves, copper and silver.
· Some Bantu practical iron working and produced iron implements for agriculture and defence.

(b)	Why did these towns decline?
· Disunity of the coastal states undermined peace and stability.
· Rivalry among the coastal towns for example Mombasa vs Malindi.
· The coming of the Portuguese led to constant wars at the coast.
· Cultural and religious difference caused conflicts between the Portuguese and the coastal power.
· Portuguese chased away the Arabs who were very instrumental in the coastal development.
· Destruction of agricultural fields led to outbreak of famine.
· The Portuguese looted wealth from the coastal towns.
· The Portuguese also burnt down for example Mombasa.
· The constant rebellions of coastal people against the Portuguese affected trade and some economic activities.
· The Portuguese affected trade and some economic activities.
· The effects of slave trade for example made coastal towns restless.
· The Zimbasa and Segeju invaded the coastal and ate people.	
4.	(a)	Describe the course of the Portuguese conquest of the East African coast between 
1498 and 1510.
· The conquest started in 1498 when Vasco da Gama came at the East African Coast.
· The decision to conquer the East African coast was taken after Vasco-da Gama’s return to Portugal in 1499.
· The main reasons were the good harbours, prosperous trade, and strategic location of the East African coast.
· In 1500, the Portuguese Captain Pedro Alvares Cabral made un successful attempt to capture Sofala and its gold trade.
· In 1502, Vasco da Gama made a second journey with a heavily red fleet of 19 ships.
· Vasco da Gama attacked Kilwa because of its gold trade.
· He seized the palace and imprisoned Sultan Ibrahim but released him after he had agreed to be under Portuguese.
· He forced the Sultan to pay tax after da Gama had failed to capture the Indian ports.
· In 1503, Ruy Lourenco Ravasco conquered Zanzibar and Mafia, and some other smaller coastal towns.
· He later forced these Islands to pay yearly tributes to the King of Portugal.
· In 1504, Lopez Suarez un successfully attacked Kilwa and its habours.
· The gold trade was disrupted but the Sultan refused to pay the tributes.
· In 1505, Francisco D’ Almeida, the Portuguese first viceroy of Goa came with a large fleet of 20 ships and 1500 men.
· He attacked Sofala, Kilwa and Mombasa.
· Sofala surrendered with a struggle.
· Kilwa was attacked but the Sultan and his people had fled.
· The towns were looted and all the fire architecture burnt and destroyed.
· D’Almeida’s junior commanders accomplished the conquest.
· The junior commanders elected stone forts at Kilwa and Sofala.
· 1506-1507, Tristao da Cunha invaded Oja, Brava, Pate, Lamu, and Socotra.
· Some towns like Lamu surrendered and only paid tributes.
· Oja and Brava tried to resist and were destroyed.
· In 1509, Mafia, Pemba, Zanzibar were brought under Portuguese rule by the efforts of Alfanso Arbequerquer.
· He also defeated a large Egyptian fleet at DIU.
· For effective control East Africa was divided into two, with a Captain at Malindi and another at Mozambique. These acted as headquarters at the East African coast but under the viceroy at Goa in India.
· By 1510, the entire coast of East Africa was put under Portuguese rule.
· The above ways show how the Portuguese conquered East Africa coast.

(b)	Why did the Portuguese conquer the East African coast with a lot of ease?
· The coastal towns/states were rivals e.g. Malidi and Mombasa.
· Some coastal towns cooperated and helped the Portuguese for example Malindi (divided and rule).
· The Portuguese had powerful weapons e.g. canons, and muskets.
· The Portuguese had big and strong ships for carrying soldiers and weapons.
· The Portuguese soldiers were protected with armour.
· The Portuguese had well trained soldiers.
· The coastal towns lacked strong fortifications.
· The Portuguese had sufficient resources from Portugal.
· Some coastal towns surrendered without struggle.
· The Portuguese had garrisons which were distributed at several points on the East African coast.
· They used such garrisons for disposing and imprisoning Sultans.
· The Portuguese were determined to fight and conquer the coastal towns.
· The Portuguese used surprise attacks without warning.
· Portuguese were ruthless in their attack i.e.  used the scorched earth policy (burning and looting).
· The coast rulers underestimated the power of the Portuguese.
· The original Africans who had lost power co-operated with the Portuguese against the Arab leaders.
· The Zimba and Segeju cannibals attacked and weakened some coastal towns.
· The Portuguese had prior knowledge about the East African coastal towns/first spied on the towns.
· The Gama Portuguese had able and brave leaders like Vasco da.
· In conclusion, the explained social, political and economic factors led to the defeat of the coastal towns.
5.	(a)	Describe the Portuguese system of administration on the East African coast between 
1500 and 1700.
· After the final conquest of the East African coast ALFONSO D’alberquerquer, the Portuguese viceroy in India made Goa his headquarter.
· Sofola in Mozambique was made the regional head quarter.
· The headquarters were under the charge of captain who took his orders from the viceroy at Goa.
· Cape Delgado was made the midpoint of the East African possession.
· The North cape pf Delgado was ruled by a captain stationed at Malindi.
· The South of cape Delgado was ruled by a captain at Mozambique.
· In the subsequent years, Mombasa came to have her own captain because of her rebellious nature.
· These captains collected import and export duties.
· They collected tributes from the local leaders.
· They suppressed any resistance and rebellion.
· They also maintained law and order.
· They used divide and rule policy.
· The divide and rule policy divided the states against states i.e. they allied with Malindi against Mombasa.
· Where indirect rule failed, they used direct rule.
· They used military commanders as their administrators.
· At times they imported hard core criminals from Portugal as their administrators.
· The Portuguese were segregative in their administration.
· They were brutal and dictatorial in their administration.
· They were also greedy and corrupt in their administration.
· This made them to be hated, hence constant rebellions by the Arabs and Swahilis.
· To strengthen their power, the Portuguese started the construction of Fort Jesus in Mombasa in 1952.
· The above was the Portuguese system used by the Portuguese to administer the coast of East Africa between 1500 and 1700.

          (b)	Why did the Portuguese rule decline between AD 1600 and 1700?
· The Portuguese ruled the coast of East Africa for 200 years after which their rule collapsed.
· The factors for the collapse of Portuguese rule were political, social and economic.
· East Africa was too big and wide to be effectively ruled by the Portuguese officials.
· The Portuguese officials were too few for the task of administering and controlling the coast.
· The Portuguese officials were greedy and corrupt and were only interested in making quick money.
· The Portuguese were hated by the local people because they had failed to establish firm relationship with the local people.
· Religious differences weakened the Portuguese administration at the coast.
· They were disrupted by the sea pirates from Turkey especially Ali Bey in 1585, 1588.
· The union of Spain and Portugal between 1580 and 1640 weakened Portuguese administration such that they failed to control the coast.
· The challenges from the Turkish sea pirates e.g. Ali Bey attacked them and weakened their administration.
· They did not establish a firm or cardinal relationship with the local people e.g. they constructed their churches.
· They lost support of friendly towns like Malindi which led to the decline of their rule.
· Frequent coastal rebellions from towns such as Mombasa against the Portuguese.
· Persia and Oman assisted the coastal people to overthrow the Portuguese rule.
· Tropical diseases e.g. malaria claimed many Portuguese lives and led to decline of their rule.
· Hostile/unfavourable coastal climate killed many Portuguese leading to the decline of their rule.
· Lack of urgent help from either Portugal of Goa because they were too far from the East African coast.
· The Portuguese had disrupted trade at the coast hence they were hated by the local people.
· Lack of funds since, Portugal was small and poor.
· The Portuguese were ruthless and arrogant hence were hated by the local people.
· They had inadequate warships to control the coast.
· Stiff competition from other European rivals like Britain, Holland.
· The support given by the Oman Arabs to Zanzibar led to the destruction of the Portuguese settlement.
· In 1698 Mombasa/Fort Jesus which was their strong hold fell to an army from Oman and pate.
· In conclusion, the reasons for the decline of Portuguese rule were social, economic and political, long term and short.

6.	Why did the Luo migrate from their cradle land into East Africa?
The Luo are a group of people under the River-Lake Nilotics.
· They are also called Jonams.
· They moved from their cradle land in Sudan during the 15th Century.
· The reasons for the migration of the Luo are not very clear to historian.
· They were looking for pasture for their cattle.
· Famine led their migration.
· Internal conflicts hence led to their migration.
· There were external attacks e.g. the Galla of Ethiopia.
· Population pressure which resulted into land shortage.
· There was prolonged drought.
· The outbreak of epidemic diseases e.g. malaria, small pox.
· Love for adventure made them to migrate.
· They were looking for water for their animals.
· Outbreak of animals/diseases like Nagana, Rinder pest.
· The need for more land for settlement and agriculture.
· Famine in their home land.
· Desire to export their political and cultural influence.
            (b)	Describe the movement and settlement of the Luo into East Africa.
· The Luo are also known as the Nilotics and they settled around lakes and rivers.
· The originally settled around lake Rudolf and later at Bahr-el-Ghazel in the equatorial province of South Sudan.
· By 1400, they had started their journey from Bahrel-Ghazel and equatorial province.
· The movement spread over a long period between 1000-1800AD. The movement was slow and gradual.
· They moved in small family or clan groups.
· At times the movements were seasonal.
· They moved Southwards along the Nile.
· They entered East Africa through Northern Uganda between 1480 and 1500, they had settled at Pubungu (Pakwach).
· Pubungu became their major dispersal point from where they spread to different directions.
· One group was under Gipiri and Tifool moved West wards into West Nile and mixed with the Sudanic Madi, Okebu and the Lendu giving rise to Alur people.
· The second group the Jo-Bito clan under Labongo moved South wards into Pawir (Chope) at the time when Bunyoro Kitara was disintegrating.
· They set up Bito dynasty and sub-dynasties in Busoga and Bukendi.
· Their movement continued and occupied Northwards, Eastwards and North Eastwards into present day Acholi and Lango.
· The Joka-Jok-Owiny, Jok-Omolo and Abasuba moved to Kenya.
· The Joka-Jok pushed Eastwards from Pubungu through Acholi Kaberammaido between 1500 and 1550 and settled there.
· Some settled in Budama while others continued to Lamogi Hills in Western Kenya.
· Another group of Jok-Owiny moved from Bubungu and finally settled in Singoma alego in the Nyanza region in western Kenya.
· The Abasuba: a group of refugees from Ssese Islands, Buganda, Busoga and Bugwere migrated between 1600 and 1800.
· Today they are represented by JO-gem, Jo-ugenya, Jo-alega and many settled in Southern Nyanza in Kenya.
· The Luo who settled in Budama were known as the Jo-Padhola (Adhola) under the Dhola. The group that finally setteled in Kavirondo Gulf and Nyanza region became to be known as Kenyan Luo (Ja-Luo).
· N.B: A map is also needed.
7.	 (a)	Explain the importance of the Chwezi in the History of the interlacustrine region.
The Chwezi were successors of the Abatembuzi.
They were demi gods performing miracles.
The following below were the importance of the Chwezi.
· They were known as the Hindu, Tutsi and Hima.
· They introduced centralized monarchy and large political units.
· They were the founders of Bunyoro-Kitala Empire.
· They introduced royal regalia consisting of spears, drums, crowns, arrows and stools which served as symbols of power.
· They introduced long horned cattle.
· They introduced class systems e.g. Bahima and Bairu.
· They introduced earth work fortification/ditch system.
· They introduced royal enclosure (orurembo) e.g. at Ntusi, kibengo.
· They set up royal enclosures/Orurembo to protect their cattle e.g. at Bigo Byamugyenyi, Kibengo, Ntusi and Mubende.
· They set up their capital at Bigobyamugyenyi.
· Introduced the building of grass thatched huts.
· They introduced dividing of people into social classes i.e. Hima, were rulers and Bairu were commoners or workers.
· Introduced the idea of iron working.
· They introduced the building of reed palaces.
· They also introduced the idea of palace official e.g. Palace women, slaves, artisans.
· They were great sports men and introduced games like local chess/board game (Omweso), wrestling, ring games, enziga, and hunting.
· Introduced the idea of basket weaving.
· Introduced pottery/clay works e.g. spherical bowls, shallow basins and dishes.
· Introduced growing of coffee mainly for chewing.
· Introduced the making of cowhide sandals.
· Introduced the idea of having a standing army.

(b)	What led to the collapse of the Chwezi Empire?
· The decline of the Chwezi rule was not clear.
· The big size of the empire made it administratively difficult to manage.
· Absence of strong and capable leaders.
· The death of King Wamala left the Empire very weak.
· The increasing misfortunes e.g. the death of Bihogo which was darling cow of Prince Mugenyi.
· Wide spread internal rebellions/succession disputes.
· Human epidemic diseases like small pox, malaria which killed many people.
· Wide spread of animal diseases like rinderpest, nagana which killed their animals.
· Greed and aggressive nature of the Chwezi rulers made some of their subjects to leave.
· Loss of popularity when the Bantu subject discovered that the Chwezi were not demi-gods.
· The Luo evasion.
· Famine.
· Prolonged drought.
· The army got weakened.
· Decline of the Chwezi economy.
· Breaking of vassals’ state like Buganda, Kalagwe and Ankole.
In conclusion, the Chwezi declined due to political, social and economic factors as explained above.
8.       (a)	Why was Mirambo successful in building the Nyamwezi Empire by 1800?
· Mirambo was born around 1830 among the Nyamwezi
· He grew to become a charismatic personality.
· He was a tall, muscular, soft spoken and courageous.
· He spent his early years as a captive; he learnt the Ngoni military tactics i.e. the use of cow horn formation and short sturbbing spears.
· Mirambo had a strong military force for territorial expansion and defense.
· The army included 500 well trained and well trained and well-armed soldiers plus 7000 others.
· He personally led the army into battle.
· He equipped with guns acquired from Arabs and Swahili traders.
· He annexed Nyatura, Sukuma, Burundi, Zinza and Kanongu.
· He had his headquarters at Urambo which rivaled in power only by Unguya mawe.
· He controlled major trade routes in his country by imposing taxes on traders.
· The conquered girls were married to his soldiers.
· He conquered people whom he absorbed into Nyamwezi society’s army.
· The conquered districts were placed under his officials.
· He forced the neighbouring chief-doms to pay allegiance to Nyamwezi.
· He was a man of vision who sought friendship with Muteesa I, Tippu Tip.
· He forced traders passing through his territory to respect him.
· The Nyamwezi empire was strategically located which enhanced trade.
· Surrounding states were militarily weak.
· He promoted good relationship with the sultan of Zanzibar.
· Acquisition of wealth from slave trade.
· He rewarded his soldiers to motivate them.
· In conclusion, internal and external enabled Mirambo be successful in building his empire.

(b)  What problems did the empire face after 1880?
· The empire faced the following problems.
· The empire lacked a solid foundation.
· There was effective central administration of the empire.
· The local chiefs retained a lot of power.
· There was disunity in the empire.
· He carried out disastrous raids especially on the Sukuma.
· He conflicted with the Arabs over trade.
· There was decline of trade due to the closure of trade routes by Mirambo.
· His army of Ruga Ruga was not dependable.
· His army became a problem after his death by looting and burning people’s property.
· His empire experienced civil wars.
· His chiefs became weak.
· The interference of the missionaries in the ruling of Mirambo’s empire due to constant slave trade.
· The brutality and dictatorship of Mirambo.
· The death of Mirambo in 1884 was the last straw that broke the Camel’s back.
· His empire was built around his personality.
· His successor Mpandashalo was a weak leader (a political weakling).
· The coming of Europeans (Colonialists) into his empire led to the final collapse of the empire.
· In conclusion, the above were the problems Mirambo’s empire faced after 1880.

9.      (a)  Why did Sayyid Said transfer his capital from Muscat to Zanzibar?
· He was born in 1791 at Muscat the capital of Oman and belonged to the Busaid ruling family.
· He became a sultan in 1804 after the death of his father at the age.
· Zanzibar was becoming so rich hence there was a need for growing of cloves.
· He wanted to know Indian through the India European trade with India through the Indian Ocean.
· Zanzibar had big good natural harbors.
· Zanzibar was secure effective external attacks since it was an Island.
· He wanted to secure effective control of East African coast so as to reduce struggle with the Mazrui family.
· Zanzibar had fertile soils.
· Zanzibar had failed to expand in the Persian Gulf.
· There were religious persecutions in Oman.
· He wanted to escape from internal enemies i.e. his uncle and cousins.
· Zanzibar had fresh drinking water.
· He hoped to get slaves to work in his clove plantations.
· To check the activities sea pirates.
· Hospitality of some coastal towns e.g. Malindi and Pemba.
· Zanzibar had security advantage because it was Island.
· Zanzibar was very loyal to his rule than Oman.
· Prestige and popularity.

         (b)  What were the effects of Sayyid Said’s rule to the people of East Africa?
· He transfered his capital from Muscat to Zanzibar.
· He established clove plantation at Zanzibar.
· He encouraged long distance trade.
· He maintained peace and stability at the coast.
· He introduced some currencies.
· He encouraged the spread of Islam.
· He signed commercial treaties with France and Britain.
· He turned Zanzibar into an international slave trade market.
· He attracted Indian money lenders i.e. Banyans at the coast.
· He ended the conflict between the Mazrui and Busaid families.
· He signed treaties with the local friendship i.e Fundikira of Unyanyembe.
· He signed treaties to stop slave trade with the British government.
· He fought the sea pirates and this enabled the growth of trade.
· He collected custom duties that enriched Zanzibar economy.
· He attracted foreigners to Zanzibar hence increased trade e.g. Germans French and British.
· He gave security to the coastal towns through creating a strong army.
· Zanzibar became a principle slave market on the East African Coast.
· He increased trade on the coast.
· He collected customer duties which enriched Zanzibar’s economy.
· He also encouraged the use of Indian currency (rupees) instead of barter trade.
· He organized personal trade caravans into the interior.
· He invited Indian Banyans to work in his treasury.
· Africans were displaced and lost their land to clove farmers.
· He encouraged the building of Koranic schools as centers of learning.

· He united coastal towns.
· In conclusion, the effects of Sayyid Said’s rule were social, political and economic as given.

10.   (a)	Why did slave trade expand in East Africa during the mid-19th Century?
	Slave trade is the buying and selling of human beings as commodities.
· Slave trade expanded during the mid-19th century.
· The coming of more Arabs and Persians into East Africa between the 17th and mid-19th Century.
· It was a way of getting rid of criminals witches and destitute from societies.
· There was no developed means of transport thus goods had to be carried by slaves.
· It was very profitable as compared to other activities like farming.
· Inter-tribal wars increased and expanded this trade.
· The acquisition of guns that were used for raiding societies to get slaves.
· Hospitality of Africans to foreigners like Arabs attracted more people who dealt in slave trade.
· The abolition of slave trade in West Africa left East Africa as the only source.
· The establishment of cloves in Zanzibar and Pemba by Sayyid led to high demand for the slaves to work in the clove plantation.
· The existence of caravan trade routes eased penetration of interior and acquisition of slaves.
· There was no alternative source of income other than slaves.
· The establishment of Zanzibar and Kilwa as leading slave markets in the world.
· Industrial revolution in Europe increased the demand for raw material to feed the machines and labour could only be provided by slaves from East Africa.
· In 1840, transfer of Sayyid Said from Oman to Zanzibar increased the trade activities along the coast and the interior.
    (b)    What factors led to the abolition of slave trade in East Africa during the 19th century?
· The British government spear headed the abolition of slave trade in the 18th Century.
· The champion of this work included William Wilberforce, Thomas Fowell, Buxton, Grandville Sharp and Thomas Clarkson.
· They formed an anti-slavery league and voiced their ideas through newspapers, public lectures and parliament.
· They had support of philosophers like Jagues Roseau also with help of religious groups like Quakers and holy Ghosts fathers.
· To the humanitarian, slave trade was regarded as an evil.
· Because of the industrial revolution in Europe that made slavery useless.
· The need for raw materials to feed European industries like cotton, rubber, coffee and tea.
· The abolition of the Trans-Atlantic trade influenced the abolition of slave trade in East Africa.
· Population increase in Europe made useless to bring in more people whose services where by this time not needed.
· East African was seen as potential market for the manufactured goods.
· The British persuaded other nations to abolish slave trade.
· The British naval superiority i.e. they patrolled the Indian Ocean.
· Africa was seen as a potential market for the manufactured goods.
· In conclusion, the factors for the abolition of slave trade were long term and short term.
11. (a)	Describe the role played by Christian missionaries in the colonization of East Africa.
· Missionary groups which came to East Africa included the London Missionary Society Church missionary society white fathers.
· Through their preaching they softened the hearts of Africans that they did not resist colonization.
· Always called upon their home governments to come and occupy areas where they worked in order to protect them from their rivals.
· They involved in the overthrow of King Mwanga.
· Missionaries settled in areas where their home government had economic interests.
· Missionary preaching divided Africans along Christian dominations making it easy for the colonialists to conquer them.
· Missionaries helped in the signing of agreements which became official documents for colonialism.
· Church missionary societies financed some colonial companies e.g. IBEACO.
· Missionaries who had learnt African languages were used as interpreters and translators during colonial period.
· Missionaries carried out exploration and hence discovered potential areas of economic potential
· Missionary education prepared Africans to work as agents of colonization like secretaries, drivers, cooks.
· They supported the building of roads and other physical infrastructures which were used by the colonialists.
· They encouraged the growth of agriculture upon which colonial economy thrived.
· They encouraged legitimate trade.
· They built health centres which provided health services that reduced on the white man’s burden.
· They introduced foreign language. This later eased communication with the colonialists.
· Abolished slave trade hence creating a contusive atmosphere for colonial rule.
· Mission stations were used by the colonialists as administrative centres.
· They gave information about hostile and accommodative societies.
· Their teaching pitted the King against their subjects leading to loss of the King’s power.
· Missionaries played the above roles in the colonization of East Africa.
   (b)	What problems did they face?
· Language barrier i.e. East Africa had many languages which missionaries never knew.
· Influence of Islam which deeply rooted into the hearts of Africans.
· Tropical diseases affected them e.g. Malaria.
· Hostile tribes e.g. Masai, Nandi.
· Poor transport i.e. there was no roads.
· Communication lines were not in place e.g. phones, so communicating home was difficult. 
· Wild animals made it hard for them to pass through some places e.g. lions, leopards.
· Faced opposition from traditional rulers and were looked at as a threat to their power e.g. food, medicine, water.
· Inadequate funds.
· At times missionaries were few, yet they had to work in large areas.
· At times missionaries got involved in political and judicial matters which showed a negative image to their Christian work.
· Arab Slave traders sometimes attacked missionary stations and looted them off their property.
· Missionary preaching contradicted with African practices and made it hard for Africans to welcome Christianity e.g. polygamy, Christianity.
· Inter-tribal wars in the interior consumed a lot of time for the missionaries in settling them instead of doing useful work.
· Missionaries lacked descent accommodation.
· The tropical climate was un conducive for the European missionaries.
· Missionaries were suspected to be agents of colonialism.
· Opening up of independent churches became a challenge e.g. Abamalaki.
· Missionaries met resistance from land owners.
· Lack of literature for their converts.
· Lack of geographical knowledge.
· Geographical barriers.
· Thick forests.
· In conclusion, the problems missionaries faced were both human and geographical as given.
12. (a) What were the causes of Wafaransa Wangereza wars in Uganda?
· These were wars fought between the different religious groups in Uganda.
· They took place in 1885-1900. They involved the Catholics from France and the Protestants from Britain plus Muslims and traditionalists.
· The presence of several religious for example the traditionalists, Muslims, Catholics and Protestants.
· Each religion wanted to win converts.
· Each religion wanted to win favour of the Kabaka, they spoke evil on one another.
· Catholics accused Protestants that they wanted Kabaka Mwanga to accept IBEACO because the company would help the Protestants against the Catholics.
· When Mwanga was in exile in Kabula there was rumour that he was with Mackey learning Protestantism.
· The leading Catholics said it was better to fight them than being ruled by the Protestant.
· Religious conflicts in Europe between the Catholics and Protestants were extended to colonies.
· Mwanga’s failure to control foreigners at his court.
· The religious conflicts in Europe between the Catholics and Protestants were extended to colonies.
· Christianity condemned traditional religion and customs which annoyed them.
· Christianity/Christians did not want to be dominated by the Muslims.
· Pages in the palace belonged to different religious groups led by prominent and oftern jealousy converts.
· Each religion wanted to win more political offices.
· The death of Kabaka Muteesa I in 1884 created a power vacuum.
  (b)	What were the effects of these wars in Uganda up to 1960?
· Loss of lives, 30 Christian converts was burnt in 1896 at Namugongo.
· Destruction of property e.g. Banana plantations.
· Generals insecurity in Uganda.
· Christians became identified with Britain and France.
· In 1892, fighting broke out between the Wafaransa and Wangereza groups (the battle of Mengo).
· Chief offices were divided according to religion.
· Formation of political parties along religious lines e.g. D.P for Catholics and U.P.C for Protestants.
· Mwanga was forced into exile.
· Wars checked the spread of Islam.
· Dominance of politics by the Protestants.
· Buganda was divided between the Protestants, Muslims and Catholics.
· They increased the disunity that had been created by British indirect rule.
· Christianity and Islam weakened Buganda traditional religion.
· They led to colonization of Uganda.
· Christianity was spread worldwide.
· Divided the Ganda society and later the whole of Uganda along religious lines.
· Religion became an important factor in the politics of Buganda.
· They ended Buganda’s independence.
· Some Baganda became prominent as a result of wars e.g Kaggwa, Zakariya, Kisingiri.
· Religious wars led to the signing of Buganda agreement of 1900.
· Kalema and Kiweewa were over thrown by the religious functions.
· Created enmity between the followers of different religion.
· The wars were won by the Protestants.
· In conclusion, effects of the wars were political, social and economic in nature.
13. (a) What led to the 1949-1960 Mau Mau rebellion in Kenya?
· The Mau-Mau was an African word against colonial rule in Kenya.
· Mau-Mau means “Mzungu Ayende Ulaya Mwafrika Apate Uhurun. Let the Europeans go to Europe and Africans acquire independence.”
· The Kikuyu were fighting for their lost independence.
· African loss of land to the white settlers especially the highlands.
· Africans had been pushed into reserves.
· Experienced over stocking, over population in the reserves.
· Africans hated social segregation in jobs, residential areas and educational institutions.
· Social degradation of Africans by the whites.
· The monopolization of trade by the British and Asians which made the Africans very poor.
· They were given low wages or nor wage at all.
· Africans were restricted from growing cash crops on the protest that this cash crops would lower the quality of products.
· Reluctance of the British to effect constitutional reforms in Kenya.
· Lack of direct African representation in the Legco.
· High taxes imposed on the Africans.
· Africans hated massive arrest, detention, arrest and ruthlessness of the British.
· Reduction in the number of cattle annoyed Africans.
· Africans hated ban on women circumcision.
· Lack of jobs for the educated and the general unemployment in Kenya.
· World War I veterans returned with new ideas and need for independence hence the rebellion.
· Some extremists in KAU were not satisfied with KAU which wanted peaceful means of achieving independence.
· The Africans hated restrictions of movement by used of Kimpande system which burdensome.
· The Africans did not respect the African chiefs.
· The introduction of Christianity.
· The growth of African nationalism i.e. after world war I.
· Africans were not allowed to participate in politics.
· The role of land reform army formed by KAU-extremists.
· The causes of the Mau-Mau rebellion were political, social and economic as explained above.
   (b)    How did this rebellion affect the people of Kenya up to independence?
· Political, social and economic and they included the following.
· Both Africans and Europeans lost their lives.
· About 13000 Africans and 58 Europeans died.
· In 1952, the colonial government declared a state of emergency in Kenya.
· Many Kikuyu, Akamba, Meru, were forced into reserves and detention camps.
· Political leaders were arrested e.g. Kimathi Itote.
· Military leaders were arrested e.g. 26000 were arrested om April 1954.
· Famine occurred in Kenya.
· Clans and families disintegrated due to being loyal or disloyal.
· Prisoners suffered harsh treatment and bad living conditions.
· The war cost 50,000 pounds to Kenya and Britain.
· Kenya’s road to independence was accelerated.
· The British government came to good terms immediately with Africans and white settlers.
· Kenyatta and other Mau-Mau leaders were released to participate in government.
· African interests gained supremacy over Asians and white settler’s interest.
· It led to the exodus of many whites to South Africa.
· Property were destroyed.
· Decline in Kenya’s economy.
· Created a lot of insecurity in the region.
· Political parties were allowed to operate e.g. K.A.U.
· In 1956 five (5) Africans were allowed to sit on the LEGCO.
· Their number was increased to 14 in 1958
· In conclusion, the above were the social, political and economic effects of the Mau-Mau rebellion on the people of Kenya.
14.   (a)  Why did Semei Kakungulu collaborate with the British?
· Semei Kakungulu was born in Kooki around 1870 but grew up as a page at the Kabaka’s court.
· As a young boy, he joined the Buganda’s royal army where he demonstrated that he was a good soldier. This earned him the title of general.
· He participated in the 1888-1890 religious wars in Buganda on the side of the Protestants which was the beginning of his collaborating career with the British.
· The growing influence of the missionaries at the Kabaka’s court, forced him to collaborate.
· His first posting as the in charge of northern areas conquered from Bunyoro gave him the first taste of power and created an impetus in him to conquer and rule other areas.
· He had rivaled with Apollo Kaggwa for the post of Katikiro.
· His failure to get a post in Buganda government.
· He had played a key role in religious wars and became a general.
· His first position gave him the first taste of power and created an impetus in him to conquer and rule other areas.
· He was an opportunist who expected material reward from the British.
· He wanted to use British connection to extend Buganda’s influence to the neighboring areas.
· It was port of indirect rule system to look for shrewd and brave Africans.
· The willingness of the British to tap the administrative potential in him.
· He believed that, the best way of fighting Buganda’s enemy like Bunyoro was to ally with the British.
· His strong ambition for power and leadership.
· Because of his low origin i.e. from Kooki.
· In 1929, he died a disappointed old man and was buried in Mbale.
  (b) What were the effects of his collaboration?
· He helped the British in the extension of their rule to Eastern Uganda like Busoga, Bugishu, Teso and Kumam.
· He convinced his fellow Baganda to accept British rule.
· He built administrative posts in Eastern Uganda e.g. Mbale and Budaka.
· He built roads e.g. Mbale-Tirinyi, Bubulo-Nabumali, Iganga-Budaka road.
· He united the Basoga and assumed the presidence of the Busoga lukiiko.
· He also trained many local rulers in the same area.
· He united the Basoga, ended conflicts between the Bagweri, Bagisu and Iteso.
· He set up medical centres whenever like Budaka dispensary in Budaka.
· He planted many mivule trees and mangoes in Eastern Uganda.
· He helped in British in the capture of Mwanga and Kabalega in Lango in 1899.
· He encouraged the growing of cash crops e.g. cotton and coffee.
· He was rewarded with land in Mbale for his support to the British.
· He encouraged the extension of the railway line to Eastern Uganda.
· He set up medicals centres like Budaka dispensary in Budaka.
· He trained many local rulers in Busoga, Bugisu and Iteso.
· He helped to capture the greatest resistor or enemy of the British Kabalega of Bunyoro in Lango in 1899.
· His over ambition for power and higher positions soon brought him into conflicts with his British allies. He on several occasions quarried with them over the control of his empire.
· He formed his own religion called Abamalaki due to disappointment by the British.
· In conclusion, the effects of Semei Kakungulu’s collaboration were social, political and economic as given above.
15. (a) What factors led to the growth of African Nationalism in East Africa since 1945?
· Nationalism is a desire by a given group of people to achieve economic social and political independence.
· The National movements were begun by early Negroes in a way to protect their rights.

· Sectarianism and tribal differences.
· Differences in political ideologies.
· Lack of uniform language.
· Disunity among the Africa.
· Religious differences.
· The inferiority complex among Africans.
· There was also a problem of foreign influence.
· Lack of proper organization.
· High levels of illiteracy.
· The banning of political parties.
· Poor transport and communication system networks.
· Hostility from colonial governments.
· Upcoming nationalists were arrested and imprisoned e.g. Jomo Kenyatta in April 1953.

16.  (a)	Explain the causes of chief Mkwawa’s resistance against the Germans between 1890 and 
             1898.
· Mkwawa was the leader of Hehe people who were living in Southern Tanganyika in Hehe land.
· He wanted to protect the independence of this people.
· He wanted to maintain the tax (his source of income which he levied from the Caravan traders, the Germans were trying to make him abandon it).
· He wanted to protect land which the Germans were grabbing.
· He had built a strong army.
· The Germans were calling him un civilized and backward.
· He wanted to protect his control of central long distance trade route which the Germans had started claiming.
· The Germany system of gun down (shooting) his diplomatic also led him to resist German rule.
· Undermining the people of Hehe by calling and rebelling them satanic.
· Mkwawa expected support from chief Chabruma of the Ngoni and Chief Siki of Tabora.
· Hehe worries also assisted some Africans imprisoned by the Germans at Usagara to escape this annoyed the Germans hence attacked Mkwawa.
· Mkwawa refused to go to the cost where the Germans had invited him., instead his messengers led to his resistance.
· Mkwawa’s character made him to resist the Germans i.e. he was arrogant big headed and un predictable.
· Those are the reasons as to why chief Mkwawa resisted the Germans.

(b)	Describe the course of the Hehe rebellion between 1890.
· In 1890, Mkwawa closed the trading route between Bagamoyo and Tsiiki Tabora.
· He then after sought alliance with the Ngoni chief Chamburuma and chiefs Isike of Nyamwezi with intention of fighting against Germany administration.
· In June 1891, Mkwawa ambushed a Germany force of 1000 men near Iruga and killed 300 of them.
· In August, the Germans sent military weapons and soldiers to the Hehe so as to make peace with Mkwawa.
· In return Mkwawa sent representative to offer presentation and make peace with the Germans.
· The Germans thought Mkwawa’s representatives had come to attack them so they killed them all.
· In 1892, Mkwawa attacked a large commercial caravans belonging to German trades at Mukindala to block German advance into the territory.
· He also attacked Kilosa garrison killed all occupants.
· To strengthen his position, he built a fort at Kalenga where he could gather his supporters and prepare for a war.
· In October 1894, an expedition led by governor Vonschel and Captain JohnVon Prince attacked Kalenga.
· Mkwawa managed to escape.
· Kalenga was occupied by Germans who later destroyed it and established a German settlement there.
· Mkwawa attempted to ambush the German on their return to the coast but failed.
· Between 1894 and 1896, the Hehe engaged in Guerilla war fare against the Germans.
· In 1896, the Germans attacked the Hehe again.
· In 1898, Mkwawa was betrayed by some of his chiefs to the Germans.
· To avoid being captured, Mkwawa committed suicide; the Germans cut off his head and sent it to German Museum.
· After his death, many Hehe warriors surrendered.
· The surrendered to the Germans and the Germans were able to establish their control without any interference.
· The Germans also used the scorched earth policy.

17. (a)	Why was the 1900 Buganda agreement signed?
· It was a treaty signed between the British commission Johnstone and the three (3) regents of the Kabaka namely Sir Apollo Kaggwa, Stanslus Mugwanya and Zakariya Kisingiri.
· To define the position of Buganda within Uganda.
The desire to have effective control of Buganda
· To solve political conflicts in Buganda and Uganda.
· To limit and control the powers of the King or Kabaka.
· The need to follow the terms of the Berlin conference of 1884-1885.
· It was signed in order to define the boundaries of Buganda.
· Signed to lay a platform for Buganda and Uganda’s economic development.
· The need to reduce administrative costs.
· The need to control religious wars in Buganda.
· Similar treaties were to be signed with Ankole and Toro acted as spring board for extension of colonial rule.
· Buganda seemed to provide an ideal atmosphere for development.
· They wanted to streamline the system of land ownership.
· Britain wanted to reward leading chiefs who had enabled them to take over.
· It was signed to clear the confusion and effects of bad administration of IBEACO.
· It was signed to regulate and define the relationship between Buganda and the British Colonial Government.
· To make Buganda safe for missionary activities introduce rule of law and order.
· It was also to end the threats of Sudanese mutineers in the North.
· Aimed at making Buganda self-reliant.
· To end Omukama Kabalega’s rebellion.
· To serve as legal document that would protect and safeguard the British.
· In order to exploit natural resources of Buganda.
· They wanted to get ways of making the economy self-finance.
· To recognize the British administration in Uganda.
· To create law and order in Uganda because Kabaka Mwanga had caused insecurity.
· To act as a symbol of effective occupation of Uganda by the British.
· The signing of the treaty aimed at ending the conflicts between Buganda and Uganda.
· To make Buganda confirm that it had submitted to Britain.
· To create a platform for Buganda/Uganda’s political, economic and social development.
· To find an accept way to both the Baganda and the British on how to assist the infant King Daudi Chwa.
· For the strategic reasons and control of Egypt.
· The British wanted to win Buganda against Bunyoro.

(b)	What were the terms/clauses/provisions of Buganda agreement?
· The boundaries of Buganda were to include all countries annexed from Bunyoro by Buganda i.e. Buyaga and Bugangayizi.
· Land in Buganda was to be divided into two, crown land and milo land.
· The Kabaka was to be given 350 square miles, the princes 22, queen mother 10 and the Saza chief 8 miles each.
· The Kabaka’s power over land was to be reduced.
· The land with minerals, forest was to be owned by British protectorate.
· The land was to be owned as the property of the owner.
· The protectorate government was to reserve the right to build roads and public works.
· Buganda was to become one of the provinces of Uganda.
· Buganda was to be divided into the boundaries including the countries from Bunyoro.
· The Kabaka was to be assisted by ministers i.e. the Prime minister, Chief Justice and the treasure.
· The Lukiiko was to be recognized by members.
· Buganda was to be put in a unique political position in the protectorate.
· The laws made for the whole protectorate were to be applied to Buganda.
· Buganda’s laws were to remain in force as long as they did not conflict with those of the protectorate.
· Boundaries of Buganda were to be redefined.
· The army recruitments were not to be done by the Kabaka but by the Lukiiko under the approval of the government.
· The chiefs in Buganda were to remain loyal to the King.
· The Kingdom’s system of administration was to remain e.g. use of Bataka and Batongole.
· The conflict between non-natives and natives would be solved by the British.
· The Buganda was to pay the hut tax of 3 rupees and whoever possessed a gun was to be taxed.
· The Kabaka and his regents were to be paid an annual allowance by the protectorate.
· All taxes collected from the protectorate were to be combined with those from Buganda.
· No new tax system was to be introduced without the knowledge of the Kabaka and approval of the British protectorate.
· Lukiiko was to remain the highest court of appeal.
· All men of 18 years and above were to pay a hut tax of three (3) rupees per year.
· The Kabaka was to get 1500 pounds and the Saza chiefs 20 pounds every year.
· Free land tittles were to be given to the Kabaka, Prince, Queen and Saza Chiefs.
· In conclusion, the terms of the Buganda agreement were social, political and economic as given.
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
