1. Describe the dipylon vase.
Possible answer
· A vase painting
· Made out of terracotta
· Made in 8th century BC
· About 42 inches
· Acted as burial urns
· Used to store votive oil.
· Makes commentary on the burial customs of the Greek.
· Meant for the relatives of the deceased to pay respect.
· Figures show funeral procession without any provision for enjoyment of the next world.
· Geometrical forms.
· Overcrowding
· Open at the bottom
· Graphic in nature.

2. Describe the common features of the Gothic architecture:
Possible answer:

· Subject is a reflection of the common Madonna and child of the medieval period
· Exaggerated proportions.

SELECTED VOCABULARY OF QUESTIONS:

1. ACCOUNT FOR: Requires an answer that gives the reasons fir the subject of the 
question. In other words, giving reasons why a situation has taken a particular course.


2. ANALYZE:	To analyze simply means to break a large unit into smaller 
parts.

3. COMPARE:	Requires an answer that sets items side by side and shows their 
similarities and differences. A balance (fair, objective) answer is expected.

4. CONTRAST:	Requires an answer that points out only the differences between 
two items.

5. DEFINE:	Requires an answer that explains the precise meaning of 
a concept. A definition answer will include definition structure, probably expanded.

6. DESCRIBE:	Requires an answer that says what something is like, how it 
works and so on.

7. DISCUSS:	Requires an answer that explains an item or concept, and then 
gives details about it with supportive information, examples, points for and against, and explanations for the facts put forward.

8. ELUCIDATE:	Requires an answer that explains what something mean, makes 
it clear (lucid)

9. EVALUATE / ASSESS:	Require an answer that decides and explains how 
great, valuable or important something is. The judgment should be backed by a discussion of the evidence or reasoning involved.

10. ILLUSTRATE:	Requires an answer that consists mainly of examples to 
demonstrate or prove the subject of the question. It is often added to another instruction. This kind of question calls for drawings.



11. EXPLAIN:	Requires an answer that offers a rather detailed and exact 
explanation of an idea or principle, or a set of reasons for a situation or attitude.

12. JUSTIFY:	Requires an answer that gives only the reasons for a position or 
argument. Answer the main objections likely to be made of them. Note, however, that the proposition to be argued may be a negative one (e.g. justify the fall of the Renaissance).

13. STATE:		Requires an answer that expresses the relevant points briefly 
and clearly without lengthy discussion or minor details.

14. SUMMARIZE / OUTLINE:	
Require an answer that contains a summary of all the available information about a subject i.e. only the main points and not the details should be included. Question of this type often require short answers.

15. TRACE:		Its requires the statement and brief description in logical in 
logical or chronological order of the stages (steps) in the development of e.g. a theory, a person’s life, a process, etc.

16. TO WHAT EXTENT:	
Requires an answer that discusses and explains in 
what ways X is true and in what ways X is not true.
