1. Read the passage below and answer the question that follows.

Do you want to groom a child who knows how to save and build wealth for a secure financial foundation? It all starts now. Most people learn saving though trial and error.  Such is not the situation you would want to take your child through however.  You need to raise your child to be financially disciplined.

When children begin valuing money, they will appreciate the importance of saving it. A piggy bank is a practical tool to help a child value saving. You can also help the child to set goals for the savings. Start by asking them to save for the purchase of items they like most. Illustrate to your child that the more they save, the more they will grow their money. 

Some banks offer packages for children to save.  This is because banks are aware Ugandans have a poor savings culture. The best way to nurture good banking starts with children much as banks look at this as a business and at times out of good will to help you as a customer. Just focus on the benefits of such an account to your child. When the money in the piggy bank has accumulated, take it to the bank and open a savings account for them. A financial consultant with a private firm says, “This also limits the parent or child from getting tempted to spend the money in the piggy bank. . . Ask the child to account for the money they have banked and have it recorded somewhere.

Since banks pay an interest on the money saved, the consultant advises to show the child the financial figure and reinforce the idea of interest. The young saver can get motivated if they understand that their money will grow as long as they do not touch it. 

Another way to keep money lessons ongoing is to create a timeline so that your child can visualize when they will reach their goal. Research shows that the impact of a one-hour financial lesson wears off after about five months. In order to make the message stick, money education should be timely and ongoing. If you know your child receives about Shs. 10,000 every year on their birthday, the best moment to talk about budgeting is right before receiving the money. This should start by getting a long piece of paper and marker. You need to have Shs 0 on one side and Shs 100 or whatever amount on the other side. Create checkpoints on the paper when they reach 50% and 80% of their goal. A goal, in this case, is the amount of saving they have to reach. If a child does not understand percentages, use bar graphs to show them the growth of their savings.

Visuals do illustrate the child’s savings goals and how their money is growing. Every time an amount is saved, draw a line illustrating how much was saved. Also, let your children know that they will get small rewards at each level attained. Small rewards can encourage children to keep going. 

Children who are good at saving do hold conversations with their parents about savings and spending. You can, for instance, ask an innocent question such as, “Are we rich/poor?” in a way that emphasizes family values such as hard work and responsible spending. Financial experts say it is also important to discuss with your child the difference between needs and wants. 

It is important to be a role model. The best way to teach your child about saving money is to save money yourself. As a parent, have your own jar of money in which you regularly put money so that a child sees and learns what you are doing. It will also mean that you have money that a child easily sees in a jar but cannot touch since it is not theirs. It is also a double training system; learning to save and knowing to respect people’s money. You also need to repeat continuously the message of saving for the future every time you get payment. Drop money in the jar and tell your child that the money saved is for the future.

My uncle’s compound was a large one. Though it contained far fewer families than our own, and though it did not have the same importance, its proportions were very generous, as things usually are in the country, where there is plenty of room. There were the paddocks for cattle and for goats; there were the granaries for rice and millet, cassava and groundnuts, as well as for okra, which take the form of little huts raised on stone supports to protect them from the damp. With the exception of these paddocks and granaries, my uncle’s compound looked very much as ours did; though its fence was stronger; instead of plaited reeds, they had used sturdy wooden posts cut in the nearby forest; as for the huts, they were built just like ours, but they were primitive.
My uncle Lansana, being the eldest, had inherited the compound on my grandfather’s death. Actually, my uncle had a twin who might have inherited it, but Lansana had been the firstborn; and among our people it is the first born of twins who is considered the elder. However, it is sometimes happens that some of the elder twin’s rights are transferred to the younger, for one of the twins always has a more forceful character than the other, and becomes the heir, even though he may not be the first born.
Maybe, in my uncles’ case, it might have been the second twin who asserted his superiority, for he lacked neither skill nor authority. But such things did not interest him. He had no taste for farming and he was only rarely seen in Tindican. He led a roving existence; it was only by chance or when he made one of his infrequent visits that we knew of his whereabouts; adventure was in his blood. I myself saw him only once: he had come back to Tindican; he was only there a few days but all the time he thought only of getting away again. I remember him as an extremely attractive character who talked a great deal; in fact he never stopped talking, and I could have listened to him for hours on end. He would talk about his adventures, which were curious and disturbing and opened up astonishing vistas to me? He used to load me up with presents. Was he putting himself out to please the schoolboy I then was, or was it simply that he was by nature generous? I do not know. When I saw him setting out for fresh adventures, I wept. What was he called? I cannot remember; maybe I never knew. During the few days he remained at Tindican I called him Bo, and that was what I called my uncle Lansana also, for that is the name usually given to twins, and this nickname often takes the place of their real ones.

	 In 1804 a learned Fulani scholar, Usman dan Fodio, declared jihad against the Habe kings of Hausaland. He and his followers were determined to reform society in Hausaland where the practice of Islam was not pure. They accused the rulers of Hausaland of being pagans, and declared that though they called themselves Muslims they did not obey the Sharia or Muslim law. Within a decade most of Hausaland as well as parts of Borno and what are now Bauchi and Adamawa came under the control of the jihadists.
From their new capital at Sokoto, the leaders of the jihad set about reforming government in the lands they conquered. They wanted to organize it according to Sharia. What they sought was a return to the standard of government and justice maintained by the first four Caliphs who ruled the Muslim world after the death of the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH). The jihad of Usman dan Fodio was not the first to take place in sub-Saharan Africa, though it was to prove the most successful.
Already there had been jihads in the eighteenth century in Futa Jalon in Guinea and Futa Toro in Senegal. Here the Fulani had overthrown the ruling dynasties in order to set up Muslim governments organized according to the Sharia. There had, indeed, been a number of other small revolutions in which Muslims tried before the jihad of Usman dan Fodio. The examples of these jihads were an inspiration to Usman dan Fodio, just as his jihad inspired the one launched in Macina in modern Mali by Seku Ahmadu (also known as Ahmad Lobbo). There Seku Ahmadu established a state governed strictly according to the Sharia. Macina was in turn swallowed up some fifty years later by another jihad which had connections with the Sokoto jihad. Al Hajj Umar, a Tukolor from Senegal River valley who became leader of the Tijaniya order of Muslims in West Africa, conquered Macina in 1863. Prior to launching his jihad he had spent time in the court of Caliph Mohammed Bello of Sokoto on his way back from the holy pilgrimage, and married one of the Caliph’s daughters. Not long after his return to his homeland, on 6 September 1852, he claimed that God had commanded him to conquer all those who refused to accept his call to Islam. By the time of his death in 1864, he had carved out a huge empire stretching from the eastern Senegal River valley to the borders of Sokoto.
