1. Read the following passage and answer the questions that follow.

To communicate internationally requires communicating inter-culturally. The need for cultural literacy arises mainly from the facts that most language learners are not exposed to cultural elements of the society in question that seem to encounter significant hardships in communicating meaning especially to native speakers.

Secondly, because language is connected to social and cultural values, it is thought to be a social and cultural phenomenon. Each culture has its own values and aspects and these change or vary from culture to culture. This sometimes causes communication problems.

Studying culture gives students a reason to study the target language and therefore readers, a study of a foreign language meaningful.

Learners get problems of the native speakers and the real life situations in the target language as real. They often consider them fictious if they lack background information of knowledge, learning culture provides learners access into the cultural aspects of language and to relate abstract sounds and forms of a language to real people, places and situations.

Since learners like culturally based activities such as singing, dancing, role playing, doing research on countries and people, acting etc, the study of culture becomes a huge motivational factor in language teaching and learning. Learners become not only curious about the target countries or cultures but their interest, participation and motivation levels rise. They yearn to learn not only about those other cultures but also their own. They may also become tolerant to the cultural aspects of the �the other.�

However being culture bound, they may try to reject or ignore the new culture. This is a major problem when they have difficulty understanding or accepting people with points of view based on vies of the world.

Studying culture gives learners a liking for the native speakers of the target language and plays a useful role in education as learners get chance to learn about their Geography, History etc.

Culture influences language teaching in two ways: linguistic and pedagogical. Linguistically, it affects the sematic, pragmatic and discourse levels of the language. Pedagogically, it influences the choice of the language materials because cultural content of the teaching methodology are to be taken into consideration while deciding up on the language materials. For example from the target culture, others use source culture materials.

Culture classes have a humanizing and motivating effect on the language learner and the learning process. They help learners to observe the differences and similarities among various cultural groups. Their awareness of cultural values and societal characteristics help them to �refine the self so that it can take a more universal and less egoistic form.�

Studying cultures gives one chance to familiarize self with the target culture after getting information about it and plays a facilitator role in expanding vocabulary. Culture classes help learners enrich vocabulary and may aid them to use newly acquired words.

Culture provides the individual with a frame of reference in which to function and has a strong role in the formation of values, attitudes and communication styles beyond the linguistic competence frame work. This is referred to as communicative competence. 
Communicative competence is a learned part of one�s language experience. Beyond the linguistic skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing. Communicative competence requires these learners to use these linguistic skills in contextually appropriate ways.

Communicative competence therefore, implies that one not only understands and can competently use the linguistic structures of the language but also understand and can competently perform in the culture.

Another inland excursion was not so profitable. One of the men took a few hours� leave to visit the inhabitants of the region bushmen and nottentos � whom the Portuguese had encountered for the first time on this voyage. He was invited to share a meal with the natives, but he must have done something to offend his hosts, for he soon found himself running for his life with the natives in hot pursuit, but da Gama, who had gone to his rescue, was slightly wounded.

The expedition made several stops after leaving St. Helena Bay. On November 22, it rounded the Cape of Good Hope. A week later, it put in at Mossel Bay on the Southern Coast of Africa. There the men beached on store ship, broke her up, and distributed what remained of the stores among the other vessels. Meanwhile, da Gama did some trading with the local inhabitants, exchanging little bells and scarlet caps for ivory bangles. In the course of his negotiations, he even managed to acquire an Ox which would provide meat for his men. His bargaining was accompanied by much merry making. Everyone was dancing � the natives, the sailors and da Gama himself.
The stay in Mossel bay lasted only until the necessary work had been completed, and the vessels restocked. Then the fleet sailed eastward once more. By late December, it had reached and passed Algoa Bay, the furthest point attained by Batholomeu Diaz. At last da Gama was entering the Indian Ocean. Following the Coast line, which now curved northward, the fleet sailed on till Christmas day, when it put in to shore. Appropriately enough, da Gama named the spot Natal! Today, it is the great port of Durban, South Africa.

On leaving Natal, da Gama turned Eastward, away from the coast. After several days, however, the fleet ran periously short of fresh water, and da Gama was forced to sail West once more to reach the coast and replenish supplies. He landed at the mouth of a small river and while the crew filled up the water tanks, he did some trading with the local inhabitants, who paid in copper for the shirts he offered.

Next after rounding Cape Correntes, near the tropic of Capricorn, da Gama sailed almost due North. Had he kept close inshore, he would have come to Sofala, the town mentioned by de Covilhem as a port of call for Arab ships on their way to and from India. Standing well out to sea, however, da Gama�s fleet missed Sofala and went on instead to Kilimane, a town several hundred miles north of it, in present day Mozambuque. Kilimane was too small to be an Arab port of call so the Portuguese could learn nothing there about the sea route to India. Nevertheless, Kilimane stop over was a useful one for other reasons. Scurvy was beginning to take its toll among the crew and the sick welcomed a few days� rest. In fact, the stop over at Kilimane lasted from late January to the end of February 1498. At that time, with the crews rested and the ships repaired and restocked, the fleet set sail.
Following the Coast North-east ward, da Gama�s vessel reached, in early March, the port city of Mozambique, some 350 miles North of Kilimane. Her citizens were not amazed as they had been in Kilimane by the size of the Portuguese vessels. Arab trading ships had been regular visitors to Mozambique for a long time. For a long time too, Mozambique had been predominantly Moslem in its religion, for where the Arabs travelled, they also spread their faith. This city, 170 South of the equator, was as much a part of Islam as were the Southern shores of the Mediterranean. In fact, as da Gama was soon to find out, the Moslem faith was on increase almost everywhere in the area around the Indian Ocean.

It is indisputable that in order to fulfill its many functions, water should be clean and biologically available. The costs connected with the provision of biologically valuable water, therefore are primary production costs. Purely environmental costs seem to be in this respect only costs connected with the safe guarding of cultural, recreational and sports functions which the water courses and reservours fulfil both in nature and in human settlements.

The pollution problems of the atmosphere resemble those of the water only partly. So far the supply of air has not been deficient as was the case with water and the dimensions of the air-shed are so vast that a number of people still hold the opinion that air need not be economized. However, scientific forecasts have shown that the time may be already approaching when clear and biologically valuable air will become problem No. 1
Air being ubiquitous, people are particularly sensitive about reduction in the quality of the atmosphere, the increased contents of dust and gaseous exhalation, and particularly about the presence of odours. The demand for purity of atmosphere therefore emanates much more from the pollution itself than from the specific sectors of the national economy affected by a polluted or even biologically aggressive atmosphere.

The house holds� share in atmospheric pollution is far bigger than that of industry which in turn, further complicates the economic problems of atmospheric purity. Some countries have already collected positive experience with the reconstruction of whole urban sectors on the basis of new heating appliances based on the combustion of solid fossil fuels, estimates of economic consequences of such measures have also been put forward.
In contrast to water where the maintenance of purity would seem primarily to be related to the costs of production and transport, a far higher proportion of the cost of maintaining the purity of the atmosphere devices from environmental considerations. Industrial sources of gaseous and dust emissions are well known and classified. Their location can be accurately identified, which makes them controllable. With the exception, perharps of the elimination of sulphur dioxide, technical means and technological processes exist which can be used for the elimination of all excessive impurities of the air from the various emissions.

Atmospheric pollution caused by the private property of individuals (their dwellings auto mobiles etc.) is different to control. Some sources such as motor vehicles are very mobile and they are thus capable of polluting vast territories. In this particular case, the cost of the anti-pollution measures will have to be borne to a considerable extent, by individuals, whether in form of direct costs or indirectly in form of taxes, dues, surcharges etc.
The problem of noise is a typical example of an environmental problem which cannot be solved passively, i.e. merely by protective measures but will require intervention at the source. The costs of complete protection against noise are so prohibitive as to make it unthinkable even in the economically most developed countries. Then at the same time it would not seem feasible either economically or politically to force the population to carry the cost of individual protection against noise, for example, by re-enforcing the sound insulation of their homes. A solution of this problem probably cannot be found in the near future.
