u. They used traditional healing herbs as medicine for diseases and taught to the youth.
v. Danced to the appearance of the new moon which was a sign of good fortune.
w. They believed in a god called Kaggen who was represented by a praying mantis.
x. Praying mantis was treated with a lot of respect as a symbol of wealth.
y. Offered prayers to the moon and stars
z. Celebrated important moments like puberty and marriage.
aa. Economically, were great hunters and kept no animals except hunting dog.
ab. Gathered wild fruits, honey, locusts, white hunts and caterpillars.
