


MAJOR THEME D: MAN AND WOMAN
Subtheme II: Sex Differences and the Person
The word sex can be defined either as a gender or as a ritual or practice.
As a gender, sex refers to being male or female.
Sex also refers to the intercourse between male and female reproductive organs. This looks at the physical interaction of male and female sexual organs. It is the conjugal relationship.
EQUALITY BETWEEN MEN AND WOMEN TODAY
Today men and women are sharing the same jobs. E.g. Engineer Winnie Byanyima is woman just as we have men in the engineering department.
There is equality of everyone before the law.
Both men and women are heading families. They provide the needs of their families. E.g. Gospel singer Judith Babirye is the head of her family and provides basic needs to members in her family.
There is active participation of both men and women in the political affairs of the country. E.g. Hon Betty Namboze of Mukono Municipality competed with both men and women to go in the 9th parliament.
Women nowadays have the right to demand for divorce in an event of domestic violence E.g. Former vice president Kazibwe Specioza Wandera demanded for divorce with the late Charles Kazibwe for beating her in the early 2000s.
Domestic duties such as cooking food and cleaning the house are shared.
The family properties like houses belong to every member. The children be it sons or daughters have equal share to the family property.
There is equal access to education and it is now a right to everyone. E.g. With the introduction of universal primary Education and USE, both boys and girls are entitled to go to school.
Both male and female are entitled to government protection during the times of stability and instability E.g. UPDF is there to protect the life and property of Ugandans whether male or female.
Children in the family belong to both husband and wife unlike in T.A where the man claimed sole ownership of children.
Today women play active roles in the church as leaders just as men. E.g.in the Anglican Church, women are ordained as reverends.

INEQUALITY BETWEEN MALE AND FEMALE SEXES TODAY
Although the idea of gender balance or equality is the talk of today, there are instances where sex inequality is still evident:
Roles in some families are still assigned according to sex. E.g. cooking food is mainly done by women and cleaning the compound by men.
Some women still feel that men are the sole provider of their needs being it basic or luxurious.
Polygamy still exists in some families. To some men, it is for prestigious reasons.
Battering of women is still common today. Men have repeatedly beaten women as a way of disciplining them.
Sexual abuses like rape are common against the women. This means that there are some men having a thinking that women are there to satisfy their desires.
Inheritance of widows is still practiced in some communities. Such women are denied the chance of making independent choices after the death of their husbands.
Women are still denied the chance of inheriting the property of their parents in the event of old age and death. There are some professions which are seen to be more fitting and specific for a particular sex E.g. Entry points into engineering courses at Busitema University to girls are higher since engineering is seen as better for men.
In some religions, sex differences still exist. E.g. in the Islamic faith, men and women pray separately, in the Catholic Church, only men are ordained priests.
The government is putting more emphasis on the girl child education and little if any effort is accorded to the boys. E.g. girls are awarded 1.5 points when joining public universities.
Some parents still force their daughters into marriages. This is done due to greed for wealth like cows.
Men are still dominant in the politics. The electorate tends to give their votes mostly to the men. E.g. In the 2011presidential polls, many people denied Betty Kamya votes claiming that she is a woman.
The continued existence of bride price undermines the position of women as it subjects them to mistreatment.
Women are still divorced by their husbands unnecessarily. The majority of these women are denied the opportunity to resist the divorce.
Some men still claim ownership of children.
In some places, the cultural activities still favour men. The women are expected to be submissive to the men and give them due respect.

ROLE OF GOVERNMENT IN PROMOTING EQUALITY/LIFTING THE STATUS OF WOMEN
The government of Uganda is keen at observing the international women’s day. E.g. on every 8th of March an annual celebration is held to recognize the achievement of women today.
The government of Uganda has given full support to women’s organizations. E.g. the government has fully supported Action for Development of Women (ACFODE) and FIDA.
There are strict laws to protect women’s rights against abuses E.g. defilement and rape are punishable by imprisonment of not less than 7 years in abide to support women.
The government has put emphasis on the girl-child education. E.g. the girl-child is given 1.5 points when joining university with an aim of increasing literacy level among women.
The Uganda government has always organized seminars, workshops and conferences to sensitize the public about the rights and contributions of Women in development.
The Uganda government has also created women’s posts at all levels of leadership. E.g. there is a special seat for Women in parliament and local councils.
The government established a full ministry responsible for ensuring equality between men and women. E.g. the ministry of gender, labour and social development is in charge of uplifting the status of women.
The government has always put special emphasis on recruitment of women for jobs. This is aimed at helping them earn some salary and transform the position of women.
The government has taken the initiative to empower women economically by giving loans E.g. FINCA was started with the intension of extending soft loans to women such that they could start income generating projects.
Employed women are given leaves before and after giving birth. This allows them to recover from recovering from the period of difficulties during pregnancy and enable them have time with the new baby.
THE EFFORT OF THE CHURCH IN UPLIFTING WOMEN’S STATUS
The church has always preached equality of all. Everyone is encouraged to treat the other in the same way showing that all equal before God.
The church is encouraging the education of the girl-child E.g. the church has setup schools which are only for girls like Rubaga girls to help the girl-child live independently in the future.
The church has recognized Women’s leadership roles. E.g. in the Anglican Church, women are ordained as reverends.
The church encourages monogamy as opposed to polygamy where women are exploited.
There are some women organizations setup and supported by the church to help lift Women’s status. E.g. YWCA and mother unions have been instrumental in giving basic skills and training to the women in order for them to earn a living.
Women are being appointed as headmistresses in church founded educational institutions E.g. the  former H/m of BSK, a church founded secondary school in Masaka is Ms. Babirye Kabanda, a woman through whom many young ladies have been inspired.
WOMEN EMANCIPATION (LIBERATION MOVEMENT)
Women’s emancipation movements are an effort to raise or recognize the rights of women in the masculine dominated society.
REASONS FOR THE RISE OF WOMEN EMANCIPATION MOVEMENT
Women are subjected to domestic violence in form of beating hence the rise of women emancipation to change this practice.
Women are treated as an inferior and submissive group of people.
The men tend to marry many wives without due consideration of their feelings.
There is a tendency of under looking at the roles and contributions of the women in the development of the society.
Some men still believe that women are a source of misfortunes in the community.
Women have limited opportunities for employment. This leaves such women idle and therefore unable to live independently.
The women are given limited opportunities to participate in the politics of their country.
They suffer from lack of respect in marriages. They are constantly abused and insulted.
In some communities, widows are inherited after the death of their husbands. This makes it appear that such widows cannot decide on their own.  
Most domestic duties are left in the hands of women as the men simply look on and want to be served.
Some men look at women as sexual objects and therefore they expect their sexual desires to be fulfilled according to their way.
The payment for bride price exposes women to a lot of exploitation in children beating.
Women are still being divorced against their will and yet the men feel they cannot be divorced by women.
Women still have limited opportunities for education as compared to men. This explains why a greater number of women are illiterate.
Some men are still taking themselves as the natural heads of a family. In such a case women are treated as a submissive.
Some men claim the ownership of children. In such a case the women are denied the right over their children.
HOW WOMEN HAVE MISUNDERSTOOD WOMEN EMANCIPATION
By becoming big-headed. 
Women have abused their rights by dressing indecently.
Some have led to fallen marriages as they feel self reliant.
Some tend to use vulgar or obscene language in public since they have a right to expression.
By committing crimes like abortion
By abandoning their family roles
By involving themselves in gay- marriage since they feel it is ones right to choose a partner.
By involving in devil worship because they feel it is a right to choose where, what and how to worship.
By misusing their leisure time for example they practice prostitution.
Since they were given a right to join the army or police, some have turned into robbers.
By beating their husbands
Some have ignored their culture.
Some have denied their husbands conjugal rights.
Some women have practiced adultery.
By doing things without permission of their husbands
ACHIEVEMENTS OF WOMEN EMANCIPATION MOVEMENT
Women have been able to acquire equal opportunity for public employment. This has transformed the role of women from doing domestic work to public duties.
Women nowadays have the right to terminate marriage Eg Dr Specioza Wandera Kazibwe initiated a divorce with her husband the late Charles Kazibwe.
There is also freedom on food. Women can now eat any type of food which they were being denied in the past.
Women now have the right to determine their choices of marriage. They now have a right to determine whom and when to marry.
Women also have some rights over their children e.g. The law emphasize that a child must not leave the mother before it is 7 years. 
There has also been a change in the altitude towards the girl-child. All children are now treated in the same way.
On the religious font, women have scored highly. E.g. in the Anglican Church, some women are ordained reverends.
There has also been the recognition of women in the political field. E.g. Rt Hon Rebecca Kadaga is the speaker of the 9th parliament a position which no woman has ever held in Uganda history before the liberation struggle.
Women nowadays have freedom to engage in business. This has resulted into a number of women becoming economically powerful. E.g. Maggie Kigozi is the current chairperson of Uganda Investment Authority due to her economic might.
There is equal access to education by both boys and girls since the education system treats both boys and girls equally.
Women also have some sex rights. They can now determine whether to engage in sex or not. They are therefore no longer seen as sex objects.
WHAT CAN BE DONE TO IMPROVE ON THE POSITION OF WOMEN
Eliminating some cultural practices which undermined the status of women in the society. E.g. Female genital Mutilation among the Sebei should be discouraged.
Giving respect and acknowledging the contribution of women in development of the society.
Encouraging or supporting women groups for them to be independent.
Women can be encouraged to be confident and regard themselves as important and as equal to men.
Priority can be given to the education and employment of women. This can promote literacy and independence among women.
Women can maintain self respect. This can make others particularly men to respect them as well.
There can be strict laws to guard the rights of women and in case of any violation, severe punishment can be given E.g. if one is caught raping a woman he is imprisoned for not less than 7 years.
Women can be appointed as leaders in the community. This helps other women to be fully protected from any kind of exploitation. E.g. When Hon Miria Matembe assumed office in the early 2000s she vowed to stamp out any sexual abuse against the females.
Giving soft loans to women in order to make them economically independently.
Treating women in the same way everyone expects to be treated. This can help to bring about respect and a positive attitude towards women.
Organising workshops, conferences and seminars with the aim of sensitizing the public about the rights of women.
The women can be encouraged to speak out their minds in public without fear or intimidation.
SEX EDUCATION IN THE PRESENT SITUATION
Sex education is no longer considered an affair of the community and it is carried out in the following ways:
Some parents still play great roles in teaching children sexual issues. E.g. as a responsible parent, president Museveni through PIASCY has encouraged good sexual behaviour among the youth. Close relatives like uncles, aunts are also involved in imparting sex education on to the young.
The churches are equally involved in sex education today. E.g. Masaka Diocese through its annual Dare for more youth conference creates sexual awareness among the youth.
People also get sex education from their peers. It is a very common practice among peers to engage in sexual stories. This gives the chance for the others to learn about sexual matters.
Some subjects in schools like Christian religious education are playing great roles in sex education. The contents of these subjects are sex oriented hence creating sexual awareness.
In some communities, cultural practices are used to pass on sex education. E.g. among the Bagishu circumcision is used to create sexual awareness among the candidates.
Various television programmes also pass on sex education to the youth. E.g. Western soaps common on TV stations today are much treasured by the youth because of their captivating sex related issues.
Sex education is also being conducted through various radio programmes. Radio stations are always carrying out talk shows related to sexual matters. E.g. Capital Fm is famous for its capital doctor programme every Tuesday which sex education is passed on to the youth.
Some written literature has information related to sex. E.g. The Flair magazine is the main source of information about sex among the youth.
Songs both at the local and the international levels contain a lot of information about sex. E.g. Celindione’s power of love has a lot of sex related information which the youth pick on as they listen to such a song. 
PROBLEMS ASSOCIATED WITH SEX EDUCATION TODAY
Some parents are too irresponsible reaching the extent of leaving the education of children to schools only. They believe everything including sex education is taught in the school.
Decline in African cultural values has also made it difficult for sex education to be conducted. E.g. the pulling ritual among the Baganda is now considered out dated by the youth which hinders sex education.
The popular belief that practice makes perfect especially among the youth makes it difficult for sex educators to do their work.
The influence of the mass media is also a problem to the running of sex education. E.g. in Uganda Newspapers like Red pepper, The Onion, Bukedde contain information that hinders the process of sex education as the youth are more attracted to such pornography.
Some young ones tend to be influenced by their peers about sexual matters. Such youth do not listen to and respect advice from the elders.
Some educators have inadequate knowledge about sex education. Such people teach sexual issues that are not relevant to the learners.
The youth claim to be more educated than their elders. Such youth have a feeling that the uneducated elders cannot guide them.
The existing generation gap between parents and their children is another great problem in sex education. The youth look at their parents’ ideas as old fashioned and not worthy listening to.
Some sex educators are too shy to discuss sexual matters which render the whole process less effective. E.g. it is common in Buganda to find a parent discouraging her daughters from sleeping with men as if sex is only practised while sleeping.
Some youth are too materialistic to an extent that even when they attend sex education, they ignore with a false belief of survival.
Sex education has also been commercialised which denies the poor learners chance of being educated. E.g. The 2014/15 kisakate organised by lady Sylvia Nagginda will be held at BSK Masaka but at a fee of close to 200,000/= which very few can afford.
Redundancy by most youth renders them adaptive to situations that encourage pre-marital sex. This may be done with the false belief of being occupied.
Permissiveness also makes the process of sex education less effective. This mostly affects the way they tend to behave the way they want.
The youth have become vulgar and obscene. This makes them indiscipline to follow what they are being taught.
Some parents think that their children know about sex thus they ignore educating them. This deprives such youth of the opportunity to learn something about sex.
There is a problem of inadequate knowledge about sex issues by some of the educators especially the youth giving wrong information to their peers.

Explain the reasons why sex education is difficult today.
SEX DIFFERENCES IN TRADITIONAL AFRICA
Men and women had different roles to perform. E.g. in Buganda, women were assigned lighter roles like cooking as the men took on the harder role like hunting.
Women were considered inferior to men. They had to be submissive to the men. E.g. among the Basoga, women were required to kneel when greeting men as a sign of respect.
Men dominated the affairs of the community E.g. in Buganda, making decisions rested entirely in hands of men.
Some women were associated with misfortunes and bad omen like children less. E.g. among the Basoga, a man could even abandon his duty or journey if he could meet a woman as the first person on his way because of fearing bad results.
Men had the right to have as many wives as they wished without considering the feelings of the wives already at home.
The family property such as land, cows belonged to the man. E.g. in Basoga it were the sons to inherit property upon the death of the father as the girls shared nothing.
Women were subjected to food taboos. E.g. in Buganda chicken, eggs were reserved for men only.
In many African cultures, children belonged to the man. E.g. among the Basoga, in the event of separating the wife could leave all the children with father.
A man was compensated if his wife was caught in adultery. However if the man was caught in the same act, his wife was instead blamed for her failure to satisfy the husband sexually.
Men were permitted to initiate divorce against the will of their wives. However, the women were denied this chance even when they were being mistreated.
Women were traded for items like cows, goats and chicken in meeting the requirements for bride wealth. E.g. among the Bahima, a girl was bought by bringing cows which the mother received a very small share if any.
The men were the natural heads of the families. Women just like children were required to obey and follow their decisions.
Approaches to sexual issues such as virginity were only stressed to the girls. E.g. among the Bakiga if a girl was found to have lost her virginity she was seen to be immoral without due consideration of the man she could have had sex with.
Domestic violence affected mostly the women E.g. among the Acholi, the man could beat up the women as a way of disciplining them and showing love.
In some African communities, people were less troubled by the murder of a woman. E.g. among the Masai of Kenya, no serious step was taken in the event of murder of a woman yet if it were of a man, it would even cause war in a bid to revenge.
There was the practice of inheriting widows. E.g. among the Basoga, upon the death of a brother, one would take on the widow as though women could not make their marriage lives.
In some cultures, men preferred producing boys to girls especially as their first born. E.g. in Buganda much live was extended to the woman giving birth to boys.
Men and women ate separately E.g. among the Bagishu, women girls and the circumcised boys had separate fire and pot for cooking. At times, their foods came from separate gardens.
Women were looked at as sex objects. A woman was not supposed to show any tendency of sickness or inability if the husband could demand for sex yet the women had no right to demand for it if the husband was not interested. E.g. among the Batooro, the Aunt Ishenkazi would tell her daughter “Omushanja Tayangwa” implying that you do not deny a man sex.
SEX EDUCATION IN TRADITIONAL AFRICA
In African traditional society, sex education was an affair of the whole community.
It was done to majority by the elderly members in the community including the aunts, uncles and grandparents.
Sex education was also aimed at preparing the children as future adults and in marital roles.
The girls were taught by their aunts on how to care for their husbands in their future marriages E.g. in Buganda, the aunt would teach her daughter how to shake the waist while in bed so as to excite the man.
The boys were taught by their uncles on how to handle their wives especially in a polygamous marriage.
The education was conducted at the puberty and adolescent stages. It was aimed at preparing children for their future marriages.
Sex education was deeply rooted in the roles to be performed by a particular sex. E.g. in Buganda girls would be taught how to prepare elementary dishes since they would take on cooking as their role in marriage.
The girls were exposed to motherly experiences like menstruation. E.g. in Buganda the girls were taught never to let anyone to see their menstrual blood.
Sex was taught to be sacred and only meant for the adults mostly done at night when everyone was sleeping.
The privacy of sex was highly up held. Individuals were told to respect and safeguard their private parts and not to call them by use of their real names. E.g. among the Luo, the sexual organ is referred to as “Nyim” meaning the front part.
In some cultures, sexual rituals were performed E.g. among the Bagishu, the boys were circumcised to show that they were ready for adult life.
The boys and girls were exposed to sexual taboos. E.g. in Buganda having sex during menstruation and mourning was forbidden.
The values of virginity were highly emphasized and respected particularly among the girls. E.g. among the Banyankole, a coin with a hole or an empty matchbox could be sent to the girl’s parents as a way of informing them about the loss of virginity of their daughter. The aunt was then expected to pay some fine in the form of a goat for her failure to teach the girl public manners.
The boys played and slept separately from girls to avoid sex temptations and incest.
In some culture the aunt was a witness to the first sexual intercourse between the newly married couple. E.g. in Busoga the aunt would sleep under bed and listen attentively if any of the two partners failed to perform the expected duty, the aunt had to give practical lessons.
HOW WAS SEX EDUCATION CARRIED OUT IN AFRICAN TRADITIONAL SOCIETY
Assigning different roles to boys and girls
Through sexual rituals E.g. among the Bagishu, circumcision rites were used to pass on sex education.
Through using threats. E.g. in Buganda girls were threatened that climbing trees could lead to the death of their mothers.
By separating boys and girls during playing times and while sleeping.
Through traditional dances some of which were specific to a particular sex and reflected courtship, kindness and tolerance.
Through stories which were related to sexual issues.
Through punishment especially on grounds of sexual abuses E.g. among the Bakiga if a girl was found in acts of pre marital sex, she would be thrown off a cliff to die.
Through rewards especially after behaving in a desired sexual way E.g. in Buganda when a girl was found out to be a virgin at the time of marriage, a young she goat would be given to the aunt as a reward.
Through superstitions connected to sex E.g. in Buganda they held a superstition that when a boy sat on a firestone, he would develop a hydro cell
Through proverbs
Through riddles
Through games like wrestling among the Baganda.
SEX DIFFERENCES AND THE PERSON IN CHURCH HISTORY (emphasis on Africa)
Before the introduction of Christianity in Africa, the behaviour of the people was shaped by their sexes. This however started declining on the arrival of the missionaries as discussed below.
The missionaries taught that human beings are equal. They emphasized that both male and female were created in the image of God.
The church encouraged the education of the girl child by constructing schools E.g. in Uganda missionaries taught Hana Kageye who was a widow of the chief of Toro.
The women were trained with some basic skills E.g. after training Hana Kageye was in charge of teaching girls some traditional crafts like weaving baskets and making pots.
The church showed that the underprivileged were normal and important human beings by building schools for the blind in Soroti.
Some of the women were trained E.g. the missionaries built Madera school of the blind in soroti
Some of the women were trained to offer services to the general public E.g. Hana kageye of western Uganda was trained as a teacher in the Anglican Church later being in charge of teaching other women and children.
The missionaries encouraged monogamy among the Africans as opposed to polygamy which only favoured men.
The missionaries discouraged the inheritance of widows. They emphasized that such women could make independent choices.
Among the Anglicans, the women were ordained as reverends and were therefore important in the ministry of the church.
The women were encouraged to take up key positions in the church and participate in its activities like choir.
The church involved a number of women in the work of preaching the gospel. E.g. the Roman Catholic ordained girls as nuns commonly known as sisters. This was an ideal aspiration for equally as it recognised women leadership in the church.
Qn Explain the response of the missionaries to the sex inequality in Africa.
CONTRIBUTION OF HANA KAGEYE OF UGANDA IN WOMEN STRUGGLE FOR EQUALITY
Hana Kageye was aUgandan woman who was among the first African women to realise female equality with men.
She was a widow of a Toro chief and became a Christian in 1896
Kageye was trained by the Anglican missionaries and became a teacher.
She taught women and children to read and write as she taught them to read the Bible.
Hana Kageye taught Christianity to women of Ankole and Toro.
She taught women to plant vegetables around their homes.
Hana was in charge of girls who were in boarding at their mission school.
She was a catechist.
She also trained women hygiene.
She took care of the orphans.
Hana Kageye taught handcraft to the women of Toro and Ankole.
SEX DISCRIMINATION IN CHURCH HISTORY
Sex inequality existed in church History in the following ways.
The work of preaching was mainly for men and therefore no woman was expected to take part in such.
Missionary work was only for men. The men used the excuse of leaving to the women the responsibility of caring for homes.
In the Anglican Church, it was traditional only for the men to be enrolled in the church choir. Among the Catholics, the office of priesthood was strictly reserved for men.
Women were denied a chance to pray for the church congregation and not even for their families.
Men treated the women unfairly as though did not deserve spiritual food.
Men also dominated fellowship in the earlier days of Christianity. Such gatherings were only seen to be fit for the men.
Among the Corinthians, the women expected to wear veils before going to places of worship or in any public gathering.
Among the Corinthians the men were allowed to divorce their wives and the women left with no objection.
The women were expected to first confess their sins before the men could do so. In some cases, the women could confess their sins to the men who could in turn present their sins to God.
Men appeared to be highly considered as saints in the early days of Christianity. There were more male saints than the female.
The women were discriminated particularly during their menstruation. During such a period, they were made to stay away from others.
SEX DIFFERENCES AND THE PERSON IN THE OLD TESTAMENT. (EQUALITY)
God created the human beings both male and female in His own at same time. This means that everyone is equal before God Gen 1:26
God blessed human beings both male and female to multiply and fill the world. This means that both the man and the women were pro-creators showing equality.
God gave everyone the control of the beings of the world. He commanded the human beings male and female to work together to bring the world under their control.
All human beings are dependent on God. God provided the first human beings both male and female with everything they to eat for survival.
Human beings are companions. God realised that it was good for a man to stay alone. For this, he created a woman from the man’s rib.
Human beings are complete in the presence of one another. This was the reason why Adam felt lonely and incomplete before the creation of Eve.
God called for unity between man and woman in marriage. He expected the man to leave his father and mother and get united to his wife. God punished both man and woman for having disobeyed His command and eaten forbidden fruit Gen 3:1ff E.g. Adam (man) was to toil to get what to eat as eve (woman) was to give birth through pain.
God called Abraham to begin the salvation process of all the human beings. In so doing, he intended to bring the fallen human beings nearer to him Gen 12:1ff.
SEX INEQUALITY IN THE OLD TESTAMENT
In the story of the fall of man, the man put the blame of eating the forbidden fruit on the woman. Gen 3:12.
The woman was made subject and submissive to the man following the fall of man. Accordingly, she was to have a special desire for the man. Gen 3:16.
The payment of the bride wealth was accepted. E.g. Jacob was made to work for seven years in order to marry Rachael Gen 29:18-28.
Among the Israelites, a woman appeared to be part of a man’s property E.g.in the Decalogue, the Israelites were forbidden from admiring another man’s property including his wife Exo 20:17.
Among the Jews, am woman was deemed unclean for thirty three (33) days after giving birth to a son. However, she was unclean for sixty six (66) days after delivering a daughter.
There were cases of sexual immorality against the women among the Jews. E.g. David committed adultery with Bathsheba who was married to Uriah 2Sam 11:1ff.
Only the men were subjected to forced labour. E.g. King Solomon drafted a total of 30,000 men into forced labour during the building of the Jerusalem temple.
Some services like the military were served only for men.
Polygamy was practiced among the people of Israel E.g. King Solomon had 700 wives and 300 concubines 1kings 11:1ff.
In a national census, only the men were counted among the people of Israel. This was done by the king David who wanted to know the number of men who could be subjected to forced labour. 2 Sam 24:1-9.
There existed different dressing codes. Women had their own cloths as the men also wore differently.
THE NEW TESTAMENT TEACHING ON SEX DIFFERENCES AND THE PERSON [EQUALITY]
Jesus’ teachings and ways of life showed that all human beings are equal as seen below:
For the love of all human beings, God sent His son to die for their sins so that everyone, male and female could achieve salvation John 1:14-16.
He advised his followers to love one another as they love themselves. He showed that love is the foundation of all relationship John 13:34-35.
Jesus advised his believers both male and female to believe him so that they could be out right with God his father.
Jesus identified himself as the way, the truth and life for one to go to the father whether male or female.
Jesus said that judgement would be for everybody. He pointed out that it would be based on one’s relationship with others irrespective of sex.
Jesus called upon all the believers to treat each other with human dignity whether slaves or not, they deserve better treatment.
According to St Paul all human beings, male or female are sinners and have fallen short of the glory of God.
St. Paul urged the believers to be open to each other and forget about their individual differences Philippians 2:3-5.
Jesus associated with both sexes during his ministry E.g. He had Mary, Martha and Lazarus of his friends.
Jesus associated with those considered to be outcasts (sinners) E.g. he associated with Zacchears who was a tax collector.
Jesus defended those who were weak including the defenceless woman caught in adultery.
In his feeding miracles, Jesus showed the need for feasting together. He fed both men and women after finishing his preaching.
St Paul called for unity among the believers. He said that unity in Jesus Christ is stronger than physical barrier. Galatians 3:27-28.
Jesus showed to his believers that everyone is equal in his father’s kingdom. He denied possession, status and ranks as being important in the heavenly kingdom.
Jesus conversed with the Samaritan woman a sign to show that racial discrimination was not necessary before had. John 4:1-10(Jews and Samaritans hated each other)
Jesus was friendly even to the women. He associated with Martha, Mary and their brother Lazarus as friends without discriminating against them John 11:1-5 
Jesus also allowed the sinful woman (Prostitute) to anoint and kiss him. This was intended to bring equality as before such sinful people were not allowed to be closer to the righteous. Mark 14:3.
Jesus’ death and resurrection is a sign of hope and strength to both man and woman. Both would receive salvation through His death and immediate resurrection. John 11:25.
