· Anal sex which is sexual intercourse between a man and a woman but through the anus

· Through natural calamities like floods during Noah’s time, the ten plague that the Egyptians faced as a result of King Pharaoh’s refusal to release Israelites
· Through provisions e.g. he gave the Israelites food and water while in the desert
· By giving them victory over their enemies (Joshua 6:16 – 17)
· Gods presences were also felt in the 10 commandments e.g. when Uzzah touched the covenant box having the Ten Commandments, she died (2 Sam 6:1 - 7)
14 a) How has child sacrifice contributed to peoples’ evasion of God?
· It has denied a one the right to live which i.e. evasion because God is the source of everything
· It has led to revenge on those who have sacrificed which is evasion because Christianity calls for forgiveness
· It has led to loss of family members and those who have lost family members doubt God’s protection which is evasion
· It has led to hatred between the two families i.e. that of the sacrificed child and the victim which is evasion because Christianity calls for love for one another
· It has led to psychological torture of parents who end up doubting God’s love and concern for His people which is evasion
· It has led to mob justice if the victim is identified which is evasion because those caring out mob justice take God’s rule as a judge
· It has made some people to go to traditional doctors to find solution, which is evasion because it is only God who is supposed to be consulted in case of challenges
· It has made some parents to commit suicide due to their insanity to cope up with such difficult situation and that is evasion
b)	How did Jesus respond to those who evaded God in the New Testament?
· To those who strictly obeyed laws at the expense of others, He taught that the greatest of all laws is love of God and neighbors
· To those despised e.g. prostitutes, tax collectors, he associated with them
· To the sick like leapers who were rejected, and cursed, he healed them
· To the hungry that the disciples wanted to send home to find what to eat, he fed them with two fish and five loafs of bread
· He identified himself as the way, the truth and love
· To those who were committing adultery, he stressed that even thinking about it is evil
· He taught forgiveness to those who had God through revenge “an eye for an eye”
· To those who had divorced, he taught that no one should separate what God has put together
· He taught that fasting should be private in response to those who were fasting by showing off
· He welcomed the children who were being sent away because the kingdom of God belongs to such young children
· He forgave those who evaded God by crucifying Him
15 a) How did Moses show love and care to the people he lived with?
· By saving the Israelites from Egyptian slavery
· By mediating between God and people e.g. he received the ten commandment and gave them to Israelites 
· By defending the right of the rights of the Israelites e.g. he opposed the slavery the Israelites were being imposed the Egyptians by killing the Egyptian who was finding an Israelites
· By providing necessities to the Israelites e.g. providing water to the Israelites from the dry rock
· By performing miracles for the benefit of the Israelites e.g. he held out his hand over the red sea and it turned in to dry land which enabled the Israelites to cross
· By acting as a priest i.e. he led the people into prayers, officiated sacrifices and ensured that people lived according to God’s expectation
· By appointing judges to help him in administering justice among the Israelites (Ex 18:24 – 26)
· By helping the Israelites to purify themselves before Sinai covenant e.g. he commanded them to wash their clothes before meeting God (Ex.19:10)
· By settling peoples’ disputes with impartiality
· By listening to peoples’ complaints and delivering them
· By promoting monotheism i.e. he ensured that people worshiped one true God almighty
· By praying to God on their behalf e.g. he prayed to God to forgive his people after they had made golden calf
· By continuously reminding the Israelites of the ten commandments 
b)	How have Ugandan Christians lived by Moses’ example of showing love 	and care for the people they live with?
· They have mediated between God and his people e.g. the religious leaders just as Moses mediated between God and his people.
· They have prayed to God to forgive sinners just as Moses prayed to God to forgive his people after they had made a golden calf.
· They have provided necessities to their people just as Moses with the power of God provided water and food to the Israelites when they lacked them.
· They have performed miracles that have brought happiness to their people as Moses performed miracles that brought happiness to people e.g. he held out a stick over the red sea and it turned into a dry land which enabled the Israelites to cross.
· They have settled people’s disputes ensuring that people worship one true god just as Moses promoted monotheism by ensuring that people worship one true God.
· They have appointed fellow Christian leaders to help in religious circles just as Moses appointed judges to help in the administration of justice
· They have helped their fellow Christians to live pure lives just As Moses helped the Israelites to purify themselves before the Sinai covenant
· They have continuously reminded the Israelites of the Ten Commandments just as Moses continuously remain the Israelites of the Ten Commandments.
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
