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This paper offers two major alternatives A and B. Candidates may attempt either A or B but not both.	

ALTERNATIVE A. 		DRAWING OR PAINTING FROM NATURE.
Candidates are required to make a study or studies using any one side of the sheet of paper provided.

ALTERNATIVE B. 		DRAWING OR PAINTING FROM STILL-LIFE.

The setter of the groups of objects in this alternative must interpret the sides mentioned in the question set below (i.e. left or right) according to the position of the candidates facing the objects.
Candidates must be instructed that ruling by any means whatsoever is forbidden. For both alternatives, the centre supervisor should ensure that the teachers in charge of preparing specimens do not substitute specimens in the early instructions with other specimens of their choice, otherwise the candidate's work will be considered irrelevant and hence will not be marked or graded.


ALTERNATIVE A
Either
Draw or paint a landscape with a building in the foreground and trees in the background with a path at the forefront.

Or 
Candidates should make a study or studies of an uprooted cassava plant with its roots intact and stems cut at a height of about two feet.

A three inch Foam mattress, rolled and tied with a rope is place on the flow to lean on the wall with its side end clearly seen by the candidate on the left a medium size metallic case is placed with its lid open to lean on the wall, a big towel is put in the case protruding out wards to spread on the flow,  in the foreground next to the case in front of the mattress a plastic basin is put to lean on the mattress with its opening facing the candidates directly.
A brush with a long handle is placed on the right side of the towel with bristles facing the candidates and the handle leaning backwards to the wall.
On the left side of the towel, two sandals one facing down is put first and the one facing upwards is made to cover part of the first sandal.

Students draw the whole setting.
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
