Preamble 
· A candidate is expected to give and explain the contribution of nationalism in the outbreak of the crisis. 
· Other factors be considered 
· A clear stand point needed 

Points to consider 
· A clear definition 
· Desire to revenge for the shameful battle of Adowa 1896. 
· Desire by Italy to demonstrate her military strength to other European countries. 
· Desire to control the ports Massawa and Assab 
· Italy wanted to gain control of Ethiopia’s fertile soils. 
· Desire by Italy to revive the ancient Roman Empire 
· The unfairness of the 1919 Versailles settlement aroused sentiments. 
· The rise of fascism in Italy 
· Desire by Ethiopia to protect her independence 
· The occupation of the Wal – Wal in 1934. 
· Need to protect Italian interests in Somalia and Eritrea. 
· Desire to spread Italian civilization 
· Italy’s late entry into the colonial race / acquisition process. 

Other factors 
· The 1929 – 35 economic depression in Italy. 
· Expected support from Hitler of Germany 
· Desire by Mussolini to divert the attention of Italians from his domestic failures. 
· Weaknesses of the League of Nations. 
· The appeasement policy of Britain and France. 

Question 2 
 Account for the success of the nationalists in Algeria between 1954 - 1962 

Preamble  
· A candidate is expected to give and explain the reasons why the Algerians were able to attain self rule. 
· A viable brief introduction  is needed 

Points to consider 
· Nature of the cause’s i.e. oppressive colonial policies. 
· Massive support 
· Formation of liberation movements like the organization secret (OS) and FLN. 
· Organizational abilities of the nationalists 
· Role of World War II (Ex – servicemen) 
· Algerian numerical advantage that scared the French and negotiated 
· Independence of Algerian neighbours i.e. Ghana, Morrocco, Tunisia etc 
· Support of Nasser (role of FOA) 
· Role of UNO 
· Liberal minded Frenchmen i.e. De – Gualle and others. 
· Cold war politics (communist support) 
· Financial consequences of the war on France 
· Coming  to power of Charles Degualle 
· Religious factor that enhanced the unity of Algerians 
· Role of women i.e. cultivation of food and carrying bombs in veils. 
· Role of Pan Africanism 
· Geographical advantage of Algeria i.e. desert i.e. Algerians were a climatised. 
Question 3  
How did the colonial administrative policies contribute to the outbreak of the 1967 – 70 Biafran war of secession? 
Preamble
A candidate should clearly explain the role of colonial administrative policies / factors to the outbreak of the 1967 – 70 Biafran secession. 

Points to consider 
(a) Viable definition of Biafran secession 
(b) Role of administrative colonial polices 

· Responsible for the religious friction 
· The system of indirect rule encouraged loyalty to regional leaders 
· Divide and rule policy created regionalism 
· Led to un balanced development 
· Inadequate preparation for independence 
· Featured favoritism to the Igbos i.e were employed to other regions. 
· Allowed the formation of political parties based on ethnic lines NCNC / NPC / AG 
· Failed to groom nationalistic leaders 
· Colonial constitutional reforms without lasting solutions. 

Question 4
Account for the survival of Apartheid regime in South Africa between 1948 and 1994. 
Preamble  
A candidate is expected to give and explain the reasons for the survival of the Apartheid regime in South Africa. 

Points to consider 
a) Viable definition of Apartheid 
b) Reasons for the survival 
· Establishment of Bantu homelands (Bantustans) 
· Establishment of triumvirate 
· Enactment of a bulk of racist and oppressive laws to incapacitate Africans. 
· Role of spy network i.e. Bureau of state security (Boss), Parliamentary internal security commission (Pisco). 
· Military strength of the Apartheid regime 
· Cold war politics on the continent 
· The delayed independence of South Africa’s neighbors or post independence problems. 
· The ban on anti – apartheid political parties. 
· The arrest and detention of anti – apartheid personalities (Steve Biko etc) 
· The assassination of Black African leaders i.e. Steve Biko, Chris hans etc 
· Disunity and infighting within the anti – apartheid groups 
· Poor education given to the black Africans 
· The economic strength of the apartheid regime 
· Denial of Africans to take part in democratic process 
· Conservative leaders e.g. Dr. Daniel Malan, Verwoed, Pw Botha etc 
· Weaknesses of UNO (double standards) 
· Weakness of OAU 
· Presence of multi – national companies e.g. Barclays Bank 
· Collaboration of some African countries e.g. Malawi under Kamuzu Banda. 
· Detente policy of prime minister Verwoed 
· The non – violent methodology used by Africans in the early stages etc. 

Question 5 
Describe the features of socialism in Tanzania between 1967 and 1987. 

Preamble  
A candidate is expected to identify and explain the characteristics of socialism in Tanzania between 1967 and 1986. 

Points to consider 
a) A viable definition of socialism 
Socialism in Tanzania was also refered to as the Ujamaa adopted during the Arusha declaration of 1967. 

b) Features of socialism 

· The state controlled the means of production 
· It followed a one party system TANU which later came to be CCM 
· Promoted equality of income 
· There was forced villagilisation 
· It emphasized the revival of African cultures. 
· It emphasized centralized planning 
· It promoted patriotism 
· It promoted the use of Kiswahili language 
· It encouraged social justice and welfare e.g. education and medical 
· Encouraged hard work 
· It put more emphasis on agriculture 
· Featured the development of small scale industries 
· Emphasized rural development 
· Promoted self reliance 
· Promoted grass – root democracy 
· Put more emphasis on lower education / universal primary education 
· Emphasized the defense of the country by establishment of the TPDF 
· Emphasized unity. 





Question 6 
Explain the measures which have been taken to achieve economic self – reliance in any one independent African state. 

Preamble 
A candidate is required to identify and explain the measures which have been used to achieve economic self reliance in any one independent African state. 

NB: 	A candidate should give detailed and specific examples for the country chosen 

Points to consider 
a) A viable definition of self reliance 
b) Measures 

· Currency reform – introduction of currency units to make it gain value 
· Promotion of industrialization 
· Liberalization of the economic and nationalization of the economy. 
· Encouraging the local and foreign investments. 
· Introduction of cost – sharing  at all levels to reduce the strain of the economy 
· Promotion of security 
· Widening the tax base 
· Encouragement of good international relations 
· Improvement in the transport sector / communication 
· Improvement of agricultural sector 
· Extension of credit facilities to the masses to increase business opportunities 
· Fighting  corruption 
· Promotion of practical education 
· Export promotion strategy 
· Import substitution strategy 
· Rejection of foreign aid with strings attached 
· Diversification of the economy 
· Regional integration e.g. COMESA, EAC etc 
· Promoting national unity 
· Barter trade 
· Adoption of independent ideologies 
· Joining continental organizations i.e. OAU and later AU. 
· Adoption of national language i.e. Amharic and Kiswahili. 

Question 7 
Assess the impact of the Lusaka Declaration on Southern Africa since 1980 

Preamble 
 A candidate is expected to identify and explain the positive and negative effects of the L.D since 1980. 

A good essay must have clear stand point. 
Points to consider 
a) Definition 
It was a declaration by Angola, Botswana, Mozambique, Tanzania and Zambia to promote unity and boost economic development of these countries. 

Positive effects / impact 
· It led to the formation of SADCC in April 1980 
· Brought together the South African countries of Angola, Botswana, Mozambique, Zambia, Zimbabwe, Malawi and Swaziland into an economic integration. 
· It has improved trade among the member states 
· Has controlled fire arms and ammunitions and other related military materials. 
· Contributed to the liberation of the Blacks in South Africa. 
· It signed a protocol in combating illicit drugs in 1986. 
· Promoted security in the region 
· It established the peace keeping training centre in Zimbabwe 
· Eliminated the economic dependence on South Africa by its member states 
· Intervened in the political crisis in the member states e.g. Zimbabwe i.e. Robert Mugabe and Morgan Tshavangarai. 

Negative impact

·  Ideological differences among the member states of SADCC 
· Failed to stop economic competition between member states 
· There has been trade diversion among the SADCC states 
· Poor and unreliable transport and communication infrastructure 
· Failed to end the political crisis in Zimbabwe. 
· Personal differences between leaders of SADCC 
· Failed to end poverty in the region 
· Pursuance of personal national interests rather than regional interests by SADCC members. 

Question 8 
To what extent has the common market for Eastern and Southern Africa (COMESA) fulfilled the objectives of its founders? 

Preamble 
 A candidate is expected to identify and explain the achievements and failures of COMESA. 

A good essay should have a clear SP. 

Points to consider 
a) A viable definition of COMESA 
It was formed on 5th November 1993, it has a membership of 19 countries including Uganda, Zimbabwe, Sudan, Eritrea, Malawi, Zambia etc. Aimed at promoting a balanced and harmonious development, promoting joint development, promote investment, promote peace and stability, create a common market etc. 
 
b) Achievement 
· It has introduced the COMESA dollar to ease commercial transactions 
· Has established financial institutions e.g. the development  bank and Re-insurance company 
· Has increased the level of investment among the member states through the regional investment authority (RIA) i.e. agriculture  and industrialization 
· Has set up a COMESA fund to establish infrastructure 
· It has promoted international relations with the European commission.
· Has eased the movement of goods  and services 
· Has established a court of justice to restore or resolve conflicts among member states 
· Increased membership to 20 with the inclusion of Egypt. 
· Constructed or contributed to the development of telecommunication network among member states. 
· Improved on standard of living of the masses in the member states or employment provision 
· Promoted infrastructural development among member states. 
· Lasted for long time since inception 

Failures 
· Failed to ensure total peace and stability or refuge crisis 
· Failed to control neo – colonialism or cultural erosion 
· Failed to control corruption 
· Has not monitored some of its projects i.e. substandard infrastructure 
· Failed to ensure balanced development 
· Failed to eliminate poverty among member states 
· Failed to lift trade non – tariff barriers among the member states. 

Question 9 
Assess the achievements of the military regime in Uganda between 1971 and 1979. 

Preamble 
· A candidate is expected to give the achievements and failures of the military regime in Uganda between 1971 and 1979. 
· A good essay should have a clear S.P 

Points to consider 
a) A viable definition of 1971 and 1979 military government / regime 
b) Achievement 

· Restored law and order in the initial stages 
· Distributed economic and political power among its supporters 
· Instantly implemented policies as opposed to bureaucratic delays of predecessors 
· Restored morals e.g. fought corruption, banning mini – skirts. 
· Ended civilian dictatorship e.g. Obote 
· Released political prisoners 
· Promoted Islam 
· Made Uganda a member of the organization of Islamic conference (OIC). 
· Made reconciliation of the state with Buganda / monarchy by returning the remains of Kabaka Mutesa II body. 
· Created a strong army 
· Promoted Pan Africanism by holding the OAU summit in Kampala 
· Promoted African cultural values 
· Improved on the telecommunications network 
· Promoted air transport (Entebbe) 
· Built and improved infrastructure e.g. Entebbe air port, roads, international conference centre etc. 
· Promoted games and sports 
· Improved image of Uganda by constructing embassies abroad e.g. Nairobi, London, Cairo and maintained them. 
· Africanised the economy by chasing the Asians 
· Carried out land reforms through the 1975 land decree 
· Promoted education (NTCs) 
· Implemented / promoted the national housing policy  

c) Failures 

· Practiced military dictatorship 
· Promoted ethnicity / tribalism 
· Executed the unplanned expulsion of Asians 
· Corruption 
· Scarcity of goods that led to inflation 
· Decline in industrial production that led to expensive goods 
· State  inspired  / extra – judicial killings / kondoism 
· Religious intolerance 
· Led to collapse of EAC 
· Border conflicts with the neighbors i.e Tanzania and Kenya 
· Decline of agriculture 
· Decline in tourism 
· Decline in education 

Question 10 
Account for the return of the civilian rule in Ghana between 1969 ad 1980. 

Preamble 
 A candidate is expected to give and explain the factors that led to the return to civilian rule in Ghana.

Points to consider

a) Viable definition of the military and civilian rule 
b) Factors for civilian rule 

· Foreign intervention 
· Pressure from political parties i.e. PP of Kofi Busia 
· Emergency of ambitious politicians 
· Fear of counter coups e.g. the abortive coup at HO in 1967 (Guiter boy led by junior officers i.e. death of Kotoka) 
· Economic hardships e.g. inflation 
· Corruption 
· Wide spread unemployment 
· Low cocoa prices 
· Accumulation of foreign debts 
· Collapse of industries 
· Poor agriculture policies which led to starvation 
· Lack of drugs and other essential commodities e.g. wheat, sugar, spare parts and soap. 
· Proposal by Acheampong to form a union government  in 1978 
· Release of political prisoners put pressure on the government of Akuffo to return to civilian rule 
· The over throw of Acheampong in 1978
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
