Question 1
· 1 metre rule
· 1 half metre rule
· 2 retort stands with clamps
· 1 spiral spring (Nuffield type)  
· 1 mass hanger of 100g
· 4 slotted masses of 100g each
· 1 slotted mass of 50g
· 2 pieces of wood (about 3cm by 2cm)
· 4 pieces of cotton threads (about 100cm long each)
· 1 pointer (or an optical pin)

Question 2.
· 1 rectangular glass block (about 13cm by 7cm by 3cm)
· 2 plain sheets of white paper
· 1 soft board
· 5 optical pins
· 2 drawing pins
· 1 complete mathematical set.

· 1 slide wire potentiometer
· 2 fresh dry cells (size D).
· 1 double cells holder
· 1 fresh dry cell (size D) labelled C in a holder
· 1 metre rule
· 1 piece of constantan wire (SWG 28) labelled W (bout 110 cm long)
· 1 ammeter (0 – 1A)
· 1 voltmeter (0 – 3V or 0 – 5V)
· 1 micrometre screw gauge
· 1 switch labelled K1 
· 1 switch labelled K2
· 1 sliding contact jockey
· 1 centred zero galvanometer
