Practical Examination 3 hours

Drawing instruments, tracing paper, letrasets and similar aides are allowed. 

Answer one question, stating its number.

The Art teacher should supply the candidates with cards measuring 5cm wide by 12cm long with which the candidates will demarcate the area in the top right-hand corner of the front surface of the paper. In this area, the candidate’s name, centre and index number, in that order, must be written clearly.

This area must not be painted.

Apart from the particular media asked or by the question, candidates are recommended to consider the choice of the different materials and processes and are reminded that the following are possible: coloured inks, poster and water colours, stencils, wax resist, collage or printing from lino, potato and vegetable or fruit, or the use of any material such as junk, wire or string which may give an interesting texture.

Instructions to candidates for PLANNING SESSION (2 ¼ hours)

You are required to spend the 2 hours and 15minutes doing the following:


i) Reading and selecting both task and materials


ii) Sketching


iii) Transfer, if necessary.

On no account may you take out of the examination room a copy of the tests or your plans/sketches and you must not bring in any other notes/sketches or any such specimens into the examination room on returning for the practical session.

Your plans / sketches must bear your index number, name and the number of the task you have selected.

All these should be handed to the supervisor at the end of the practical test.

1. In an area of of 15cm x 16cm design a trade mark for a new company dealing in fish exportation. The company’s name is Samaki Uganda. Use not more than three colours.
2. “Stout” is a new energy giving drink on market, this drink needs exposure.

In an area of 18cm x 25cm market this drink using not more than four colours.

3. Design a success card to be issued to a pupil graduating from Nursery to primary One. Use a space of 16cm x 19cm. Use three colours.
4. In an area of 28cm x 27cm design a package for a new juice on the market called “Muzuri Juice” made out of a variety of fruits. Use not more than four colours.
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
