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INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES:
This paper is for the use by the supervisor only in consultation with the art teacher. Attention is directed to the syllabuses and to the standing instruction as given in the subject syllabus
N.B: candidates must be instructed that the use of ruler or other mechanical means is not allowed.
The art Teacher should supply the candidates with cards measuring 5cm wide by 12cm long with which the candidates will demarcate the area in the top right-hand corner of the front surface of the paper. In this area the candidate’s name, centre number and index number in that order must be written clearly. This area must not be painted.
The centre Supervisor should ensure that the teachers in charge of preparing specimens do not substitute specimens specified overleaf with other specimen of their choice, otherwise the candidates’ work be considered irrelevant and hence will not be marked or painted.
This paper is for the use of the Supervisors in consultation with the Art Teacher.
The model should pose for 20 minutes and rest for 5 minutes at interval
The part of the background near to set model may be included if so desired
ALTERNATIVE
EITHER
A. 	Place a chair that has a back seat near the wall and it should face your right 	hand side. A model dressed in a long sleeved blouse (fitting) and a skirt is 	made to sit on it facing on your right.
	The two last buttons to the neck should not be buttoned.
	The model should cross her legs in comfortable way (either way), the arms 	should lay on her laps but crossed at an angle of 900 at the wrist bone point. 	The upper part of the arms should remain parallel to the body.
	The model should turn her head to face the candidates at ¾ view and keep a 	moderate smile that can last for a good time.
	The candidates should make a torso study of the model.
OR
B.	A male model should be dressed in the rugged shirt which is short sleeved 	with the right arm made sleeveless, a pair of shorts and wear a left old 	snicker shoe only. Only the middle button of the shirt should be buttoned.
	A block (any available size but not a small one) is placed near a wall in front 	of the candidates, a model sits on it and stretches out the right leg at ¾ view 	to the candidates. The left leg is bent where by the ankle is placed at a point 	where the knee of the right leg stops and foot should be about 40cm away 	from the knee point.
	The elbow of the left arm rests on top of the knee for the left leg. The head is 	supported by the back part of the left palm as it lays on it. (The fingers are 	bent down wards). The right arm lies on the right leg, and the figures hold at 	the right knee. The face should show a lot of worries as it is tilted upward a 	bit.
	The candidates should make a full figure study of the model.
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
